This says that everlasting life is knowing the Eathhe only true God and knowing Jesus Christ,
whom He has sent. That's what everlasting lifeN&ny people think that everlasting life is living
forever. Well, every person lives forever. It's ssaonception to think that when a person dies lasee
to exist. The spirit and the soul go back to Gdae Body decays in the grave. The truth is, everggre
who has ever lived on the face of the earth wilitowue to live in spirit form. So to say that et&rhfe is
living forever is not the whole truth—everybodydws/forever. This verse makes it very clear thahate
life is not given to everyone.

Some people would say, “Eternal life is living feee in heaven versus living forever in hell.” but
eternal life is just what Jesus said in John 17@-k#iow God and Jesus Christ. It's more than an
intellectual knowledge. This word “KNOW” is useddlnghout Scripture to describe the most intimate,
personal relationship that you can have.

The real purpose of salvation is not living forewerheaven, as great as that will be. The real
purpose of salvation is to have intimacy—a persamddtionship with the Lord God. There are
multitudes of people who have cried out to God tfee forgiveness of their sins but have never had
intimacy with God as a goal.

By not explaining the real purpose of salvation,axe doing a disservice to the gospel. When we
present salvation as something that deals withspisitual things that will only benefit us in tifgure, in
eternity, we are not helping people. There are speople who are living in such a literal hell rigiaw
on earth. Many are depressed, living in povertglidg with strife, rejection, hurt, and failed mages.
People are just trying to survive day to day. They just trying to keep their heads above water. By
making salvation something that deals only with theire, many people will put off that decision
because they are too busy just trying to survidayo

The truth is that Jesus not only came to affectedemal destinies so that we can live forever in
heaven in blessing instead of the punishment amdurse of hell, but Jesus also came to delivéons
this present evil world (Galatians 1:4). Jesus cémngive you intimacy and a personal relationshifhw
God the Father today.

Jesus came to bring you back into close, persahationship with Him. Jesus loves you. Jesus
wants to know you personally. Jesus wants to goue g quality of life that is greater than anythyay
could obtain through any other source.

Publicans were tax collectors and were known tedyg evil, sinful people who cheated and defrauded.
They collected taxes by any means they could, sauick of the money in their pockets, and gave some
of it to the Roman government, so they were ndkdoloupon favorably by their peers.

The story continues in verse IThe Pharisee stood and prayed thus with himsetfd @ thank
thee, that | am not like other men are, extortiegnemjust, adulterers, or even as this publicahwant
you to notice that. Who was he praying to? He wasadly praying to himself even though he was
saying, “God,” and using the right words. God wasacknowledging his prayer, and we’ll see lateywh
that was so. Notice that he prayed, “God, | thamki Y am not like other men are.” This Pharisees thi
religious man, said, “I am not like other men. | aot sinful. | am not an extortioner, not unjusit an
adulterer, and | am not like this publican rightéhevho came to pray.” You see, he despised andetbok
down on others because he thought he was better.

In verse 12, the Pharisee sdidfast twice in the week, | give tithes of all tHgpossess.'He was
saying, “Notice what | do?” Do you know what it nmedo fast? It actually means to go without food. H
also gave money to the church. He was one of thesple who say, “Don’t bother me! | live a gooe!if
| give to charity! | give money down at the church!

Then we come to the tax collector in verse“Bdd the publican, standing afar off, would not lif
up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smotehipbineast, saying, God be merciful to me a siriner.
Notice his body language: “standing afar off.” Hdrdt even go all the way into the church. He was s
ashamed of his life and the things that he had dbathe stood afar off and wouldn’t even look up,
wouldn’t lift his eyes to heaven, but smote hisaste When the Bible talks of smiting their breastthe
Old Testament, many times they also tore their gats) which was a way of saying, “I am sorry, God,
for what | have done!” It was a sign of repentaracepntrite heart and a broken spirit which God Mou
not despise. This tax collector, sinful man thataes, cried out to God and prayed, “God be mere¢dul
me, | am a sinner!”

Verse 14 says| tell you, this man went down to his house justifrather than the other: for
every one that exalteth himself shall be abased, la@ that humbleth himself shall be exaltedilie
publican went home justified, declared righteouttse God, in right-standing with God, forgiven by
God. Why was he forgiven? Why dite go to his home in right-standing before God and the
religious Pharisee? It was because the Pharisde@xamself saying, “I am better than other pebple
am not sinful' I am not like other men,” while tkex collector knew he had no standing before God,
nothing he could offer Him. He was a sinful persdhe Bible says Jesus didn’t come to save righteous
people but sinners, and we have all sinned and csimoet of the glory of God. This tax collector
humbled himself and found forgiveness and pardon.

We're talking about salvation by grace. Graca vgonderful word, and | am going to give you an
accepted definition of what it means, but grace magauch more. In the Greek language in which the
New Testament was written, grace is the wondris. An accepted definition is this: grace is the free
unmerited favor of God toward people who don'’t deset. This tax collector didn’t deserve anything
from God, but he found God’s favor because he hathbimself. There is another word in the Greek,
charisma which ischaris with the suffix—-maon the end. It means a specific manifestationoomfof
God’s grace, and this tax collector found justifica, right-standing, before God as a gift.

Nonews in
our own selves have ever kept the law or commantiprfectly, outwardly or inwardly, but we need a
righteousness that equals God’s in order to bepaabke before Him.”

That is exactly what is said in verses 2122But now the righteousness of God without the law
is manifested..?’even the righteousness of God which is by faitbesfis Christ unto all and upon all
them that believe....The kind of righteousness that God offers you amedis a righteousness that is
“through faith in Jesus Christ,” and it's unto alhd upon all that believe. There are two kinds of
righteousness—the righteousness of man and theeagsness of God. The righteousness of man is his
very best behavior and the good works he doeghlatitan’t make you acceptable before God. You need
a righteousness that equals God’s, and He is offetito you...the righteousness of God that is witho
the law.

In the Greek, there is no definite article, whitkans that this text is really saying God is offfgri
His own righteousness without law. A righteousntéss is according to law is a righteousness of gloin
earning, and achieving in order to be acceptedreetwd. All the world religions today think you lav
to do, earn, and achieve in order for God to acgept The word “gospel” means “good news,” and the
good news of the Gospel is that God is offering sy own righteousness and acceptance to all who
will believe in what Jesus Christ provided—His dean the cross for our sins, imputing to us the
righteousness that equals the law. This is thae@isness of God that is apart from the law, withsu
doing, earning, and achieving, and it comes thrdagh in Jesus Christ.

Notice in verse 22 that it is the righteousnes&od that is through faith in Jesus Christ unto all
and upon all. Why is God offering His righteousnésseveryone?For there is no differencgno
distinction} For all have sinned, and come short of the glofyGod.” You have sinned, | have sinned,
and we all come short of God’s standard or perdactBecause of our sin, the greatest thing we eed
acceptance, right relationship, and right-standirifp God...and God has offered thi®t through the
works of the law but through faith in Jesus Chrigte righteousness of God doesn’'t come by your
working, your trying, your earning, or your attempd achieve; it comes through faith, dependenue, a
reliance upon the Lord Jesus Christ.

How was Abraham (the Jewish forefather) saved?Biblke says he believed God—Dbelieved the
promise God gave him—and the righteousness wast@dgo his account. The fact that Abraham was
declared righteous before God through his faith matsjust for him alone. What we read in Romans
3:21-22, a man is declared righteous through hik fa Jesus Christ. The Bible says that becaudbeof
payment Christ made on the cross when He shedlétsl lhor our sin, righteousness (right-standind) wi
be imputed to any person’s account who simply keBaupon Christ.

Romans 5:17 saysFor if by one man’s offence death reigned by onmejch more that which
receive abundance of grace and of ¢ of righteousnesshall reign in life by one, Jesus Christod
is offering you aift of righteousness, @ift of right-standing before Him. A gift does cost sihing but
not to the person who receives it. If you gave nggftaand asked me to pay for it, it wouldn't beyi,
but it did cost you something. God made righteossravailable to you and me as a gift, and thisajift
righteousness, acquittal, and right-standing be®wd comes through faith in Jesus Christ.

You need to understand the basic nature and
character of God in order to have a healthy ratatigp with Him. Misunderstanding His character and
nature is one of the reasons many people don’t hapesitive relationship with Him. This is exactly
what happened in the Garden of Eden when Adam aedwere tempted by the serpent. They entered
into temptation, ultimately disobeyed God, and gkohthe whole human race into sin. This is actually
part of the temptation.

The story in Genesis 3:1-5 is familiar to most peop'Now the serpent was more subtil than any
beast of the field which the Lord God had made. Aadaid unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye
shall not eat of every tree in the gardéwhd the woman said unto the serpent, We may ¢he dfuit of
the trees of the garderiBut of the fruit of the tree which is in the midéthe garden, God hath said, Ye
shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it,tlge die*And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not
surely die:°For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereoéntyour eyes shall be opened, and ye
shall be as godgsod], knowing good and evil.”

There is a subtle statement by Satan here thaisGuat really a good God . . . that He was trying
to withhold something from Adam and Eve . . . tHatdidn’t want them to reach their full potential..
that He didn’t want them to be like Himself . .ndathat the reason He made the rule about notgeatin
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil wasitalér or hurt them. In a sense, Satan came aghist
very nature and character of God when he malignied &hd said God did not want the best for them.
The same thing is exactly what's happening to peépilay. Satan tells them, “If you follow God and
don’'t experiment with all these things that are tcamy to His Word, you'll never experience true
happiness. Life will be boring . . . dead.” The dadt is that people experience after the fact that
drugs, alcohol, sex, rebellion, indulgence of sgl;cess in jobs, and all the other things they tdidn’t
satisfy them. By the time they realize it, theyakeady destroyed their lives, their families, ahdir
health.

The truth is that God is a good God, and His val @is is only good. But Satan uses the same
temptations on us today that came against AdanmEaedn the Garden of Eden, basically implying that
God is not a good God. Those who have only a littiderstanding of the Bible could get that impr@ssi
because there are instances in the Word wheregdtett people in harsh, cruel ways. In Numbers 15:32
36, a man picked up sticks on the Sabbath Day asdstoned to death for failing to observe the Sébba
That sounds harsh, but there was a purpose bebhoid minishments, though it's not obvious to most
people in a casual reading of Scripture. Carefudysteveals that Old Testament law was given toemak
the sin that we’'ve committed become exceedinglfukias Paul says in Romans 7:13. The purpose was
that people didn’t realize how deadly their traesgrons were and that they were an offense agaott
They made the mistake of comparing themselves artimgselves and measuring their actions by what
other people were doing.

If someone committed a sin and wasn’t struck déee; thought sin must not be so bad, and they
lowered their standards. They had lost the trusgsative on what right and wrong was. God had to
bring mankind back to a plumb line, a proper stathad what right living was, so they would rejebet
devil and his temptations and recognize what tlteresult of their wrong choices would be. Then when
He did that, He had to enforce the law He gave.

God did not give the Old Testament commandmentsh®purpose of saying, “Until you do all
these things, | can’'t accept you or love you.” Tisatot His nature or character. Rather, He gagmtto
make our sense of right and wrong more accuratd@bdng us back to the fact that we need a Savior
The problem has been that people thought God wammiging perfection before He could love them,
which led to the attitude many have that His lowethem is directly proportional to their perforncan
They feel that until they try to do everything ettacight, they will not be accepted by God, andttis
not the message of the Bible.

God’s heart is to reconcile mankind to Himself teojudge them . . . not to impute their sins . . .
not to hold their sins against them. That's therhefiGod for people in the Bible and also His hdar
us today. We need to understand His real heait,'@d is love” (1 John 4:8). He seeks to take away
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your sins and anything that would separate you fitim. He’s already done it through Jesus, and He’s
offering you relationship today, not based on yperformance but on your faith and acceptance afsles
bearing your sins. You can have relationship witd®day regardless of the failures in your lifdl. Ae
asks is that you put your faith in the Lord Jeshsst.

This can be compared to raising children. When’teeyery young, it isn’t possible to reason
with them, to tell them why they should act propern why they shouldn’t be selfish and take toyspaw
from their brothers or sisters. They have to bd tbe rules and, if they break them, be disciplingte
rules have to be enforced even though they doréiwkabout God and the devil, or that they're giving
place to the devil when they are selfish. They malyunderstand the concepts, but they can understan
that if they repeat the action, they will be pueigh

In a sense, that's what the Lord did with the Oé&stament. Before people were born again, they
didn’t have the spiritual perception we have urttiernew covenant, so He had to give laws and eaforc
them with punishment, sometimes even death, tor detam from sin. Because Satan was destroying
people through sin, there had to be restraintseglam sin, and they had to be enforced. Although th
left the false impression that God didn’t reallydous because of our sin, that is not what the Vébrd
God teaches. Romans 5:13 sdymitil the law sin was in the world: but sin i®himputed where there is
no law.” “Until the law” means until the days of Moses wh@nd gave the Ten Commandments and
other ceremonial laws that applied to the JewistonaUp until that time, sin was in the world but
wasn’t imputed. The word “impute” is a bookkeeptagn: e.g., you go to the store to buy somethirdy an
say, “put it on my tab.” When it is put on your tatis recorded and charged against your accant,
the purchase is imputed to you. If they failedrtpute it, that means it wasn’t recorded and hebdresg
you.

This verse is saying that until the time the Term@@mndments came, sin was not being held
against people. That's an amazing statement. LoG@eaesis 3 and 4. Most people have the concept tha
when Adam and Eve sinned against God, because BEda and man was now sinful, He could have
nothing to do with sinful mankind. They think Godbde man out of the Garden to remove him from His
presence because a Holy God couldn’t have anytbidg with unholy man. They further think that uinti
we clean up our act through right actions, God aga&n cannot have any relationship with us. Teat i
contrary to the message Jesus brought. Romans¥s83d commended His love toward us and, while
we were yet sinners, Christ died for us; so the Nestament teaches that God extended his love to u:
while we were living in sin, not after we have ¢led up our act. One of the great truths of the @losp
that will change your life is to understand thatdGaves you just like you are. He loves you so milnet
if you receive His love, you won’'t want to stay ysu are. You will change, but you'll change as a
byproduct of God’s love not in order to get Hisdov

In Genesis 4 you can see that God was still fellog@ng with man, still talking with Adam and
Eve even after they sinned. He talked with Cain Abel, and when they came to offer sacrifices tmHi
He spoke to them in an audible voice. By their tieacwve can see that they were accustomed to fggarin
His voice, and it didn’'t scare them. When Cainddllhis brother Abel, the first murderer on the leart
God’s audible voice came from heaven: “Where isrylmother Abel?” Cain lied to God, seemingly
without compunction. That can happen only if a peris so used to hearing the voice of God that they
take it for granted and have no fear of it. Allstisiays is that God was still fellowshipping withrrkiad
and had not broken fellowship as is commonly believHe was not imputing man’s sins to him. Does
that mean that he condoned their sins or that wWexe not wrong? No, that's the reason He eventually
gave the law. God had to give the law to bring askilto a proper standard. He had to show us that we
need a savior and we have to humble ourselves ecwlve forgiveness as a gift. Sadly, religion has
manipulated and controlled these things to teaahttie law was given so you can keep it and thereby
earn God'’s forgiveness and acceptance. No! Theogarpf Old Testament law was to magnify your sin
to such a degree that you would despair of evangaxourself and say, “God, if this is your stardiaf
holiness, | can't do it. Forgive me, have mercynos” The overall nature of God has always been.love

husks of that the swine did eat: and no man gave lim.” He was so hungry, at the point of starvation
that he said, “just give me the pig’s food—anythirtgut no one gave him anything. He had squandered
all of his inheritance* *’And when he came to himself, he said, How manyl Isieevants of my father’s
have bread enough and to spare, and | perish wiithgler!” One translation says, “when he came to his
senses.” In other words, his father’s servantsrhatke than enough food and he was dying from hunger,
at the point of starvation.

“Hate” is a mietap
a word of comparison, and Jesus is saying, “Mytiggighip with you is so important that | want itlie
above all earthly things.” There is one person igme more than your wife, your children, your mathe
your father, or your sisters and brothers. Do ynavk who that is? It's not God . . . it's you. Yoawé
yourself more than you love your closest relatigpsh

Why do marriages break up? Why do people divorce@aBse they love themselves more than
they love their spouse.

Jesus said there is one relationship | want tolueber one above -- it's your own selfish life.

Response:Salvation and the forgiveness of sins come frasly gift through faith in Jesus Christ. Acts
10:43 states:All the prophets testify about Him that everyonkoabelieves in Him receives forgiveness
of sins through His Name(NIV). Salvation comes through faith, that is,str@nd reliance upon Jesus
and His shed blood to give you a right standingteefsod. In Acts 10:44-48 the Holy Ghost was given
to the believers (confirming their salvation) be&ftiney were baptized.

Even though this is true, at other times it seémas the forgiveness of sins happened at the time
of baptism (see Acts 2:38). This is because bapssam expression or act of faith that was expiksse
the time that a person turned to Jesus in repeatand faith (Mk 16:16'He that believeth and is
baptized shall be saved; but he that believethshatl be damned It was also a way of calling on the
Lord for a clear conscience (Acts 22:16; and 1 Betl).

If you truly, turned to Jesus from your heartthet age of seven and were baptized, God accepts
your childlike faith. Baptism does have requirenser@dne requirement is repentance. Did you have a
change of heart and a change of mind that resintedning from sin to Jesus and His forgivenegs2g
2:38, 20:21 and 17:30). Did you exercise faithesus as your Lord and Savior? (Mk 16:16, Jn 3:16 an
Rom 10:9-10.) If not, then turn to Jesus now, réf@m your sins, turn to His grace to forgive yamnd
seal that decision to follow Him through water bsipt

Baptism is an act that expresses one’s faith in Jes. Without that faith the act means nothing.
People who turned to Jesus as Lord and Savior widineg to express that faith and openly confessude
in this public way. People who say “no” to Jesusinecnand are showing, to some extent, a dead faith.
Faith is dead when people are unwilling to expresis (James 2:18-19). Faith alone saves, but saving
faith is never alone, it is always willing to expseitself. Baptism was a way of expressing thahfai
Baptism is not what saves, it is Jesus. Water doésmwash away sins, it is the blood of JesuBut
faith applies His blood to you and sometimes thahfwas expressed at the time a person was bdptize
(Acts 22:16). The question is, have you repented?y@u believe in Him (Jesus)? If so, why do you
delay, arise and be baptized!

The rest of the Christian life is learning in ooulsh, mental realm what has taken place in our
spirit. The truth is, one-third of your salvati@aver when you receive Jesus Christ as your Dodr
spirit becomes completely changed. It is the exache spirit you will have throughout eternity. It
already has love, joy, peace, and is full of thespnce of God. There is no lack or inadequacy ur yo
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spirit, but you have to perceive that, which is teason studying the Word of God is so vital to the
Christian life. You are a totally brand new persbnf until you get knowledge you won’t change.
Victory in the Christian life comes when you ardeato look into the Word which is Spirit and lifege
who you are, see what God has done, and begirlievéd.

Ephesians 4:24 sayput on the new man, which after God is createdigiteousness and
true holiness.”When a person is born again, their spirit becongdgeous and truly holy. The Bible
actually speaks of two types of righteousness.

There is a righteousness we produce though ouramitans, and you must maintain that type of
righteousness in relationships with other peoglgou don't live right and do right, your boss miage
you or your spouse may divorce you, so you nedwt@ your own righteousness. God, however, doesn'’t
accept you based on your external righteousnesslitg@aally gave you His righteousness.

In 2 Corinthians 5:21 it says that God the Fathadenthe Son to become sin for us, that we might
be made the righteousness of God in Him. So tlsegaerighteousness which goes far beyond our externa
righteousness, and is based on what God did fovMesliterally received the righteousness of God by
faith in Christ. We were created in righteousnesd &ue holiness. We aren’t growing into that
righteousness, we are already righteous. A simglfmition is that we are already in right standimigh
God.

God is pleased with us based on Christ, not onhamytelse. Our spirit is where the change took
place. We're already created in righteousness raredhioliness and are brand new creatures. Accotding
Ephesians 2:10For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jeswnto good works.In our spirit
we are perfect and complete. There is no sin atdqgaacy. Ephesians 1:13 sdidter that ye believed,
ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise.”

Some of you may think, “Well, when | first believesh the Lord, | did believe | was totally
forgiven and cleansed and everything was fine, doute that time | have sinned, | have failed God
again.” If you did, you failed in your actions agdur mental and emotional part, but your spirit dat
sin. It was sealed just as a woman puts fruit énjar and then puts paraffin over it to make itigit and
keep all impurities out. God sealed you, so whem were born again you received a new spirit and sin
does not penetrate your spirit. You have a newtityer-or you to have relationship with God, yowha
to fellowship with and worship Him, based on whaiyare in your spirit, not in your flesh.

This is really the great transformation in the Gtian life; that a person has to change their
identity. You have to relate to God based not oatwlou do in the physical realm, not what you thimk
your mind, but by who you are in the spirit basedahat He has done for you. That's a completed work
something that does not fluctuate (change backfari). You were created in righteousness and true
holiness. That is the spirit part of you and tdofeship with God, you have to worship him in spaid
in truth. You have to stand in this identity of wixau are in Christ.

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SELF CENTEREDNESS: THE SOURCE OF ALL GRIEF

Self-centeredness is the source of so much of whaixperience. There is a verse in Proverbs 13
you really ought to look up because you won't badié if you don’t read it in your own Bible: Verd®
says,“Only by pride cometh contention: but with the watlvised is wisdom.Many people at first
would take issue with that and say, “Wait a min&tede can’t be the only thing that causes conbernr
strife. Proverbs 17:14 says that contention ishibgnning of strife, so strife has to be causedrioye
than just pride. It's what this person has donm&” Others will say, “You don’t understand; thésjust
the type of person | am.” No, the scripture sayk/ dry pride comes contention. It's not one of the
leading causes; it's the only cause. Some peoea agould take issue and say, “I've got all kinds o
problems, but pride isn’t one of them; if anythiige got such low self-esteem there’s no way amlybo
can accuse me of pride.”

We have to redefine what pride is. It's is not jimsbking you're better than somebody else, but in
the simplest terms it is seeing yourself as thaeresf everything. Self-centeredness is reallyrtha of
all pride. In Numbers 12:2 Miriam and Aaron, Mosssster and brother, came against him, criticizing
him because of an interracial marriage, sayiHgth the Lord indeed spoken only to Moses? Hatmbie
spoken also by us?The Scripture then says in parentheses in vetbatMoses was the meekest man
on the face of the earth. Instead of taking offesise/hat they said, he began to pray and interéade
them.

When it says Moses was the meekest man on theofabe earth, stop and think about that. We
don’t know how many people there were on earth,domely there were millions, and Moses was the
meekest man of all these people. What makes tleéally amazing statement is that he was the one who
wrote it. Most people think if you're truly humbler meek, you won’'t even know it. That's a false
impression of what arrogance really is. Pride igmst thinking you're better than everybody else it's
self-centeredness. It's like having a stick withogance on one side and low self-esteem on the othe
side. Those are opposite expressions of the samg, thut they're both on the same stick. It's self-
centeredness. It doesn’t matter if you think yousetter than everyone else or worse than everyisee e
you’re absolutely self-centered. Everything gelieried through that. A timid, shy person is vergyut
and self-centered, thinking only about self.

The point I'm making is that self-centerednessemlly the root of all pride, and if you plug that
back into Proverbs 13:10pnly by pride cometh contention,What this says is that it is our own self-
centeredness that makes us angry not what peopie de. It's our self-centeredness that cause® us t
react to what people do. You will never be ablsttip people from rubbing you the wrong way; it tan’
happen. Faith is not to control other people butdtp you deal with yourself, and deal with thengs
that are inside you . . . so it doesn’t matter wieiple do to you.

As Jesus was being crucified, He was able to torthé very people who were crucifying Him
and say,‘Father forgive them, for they know not what they."dHe didn’t control those people but
instead had control over Himself. It's self-centkress that makes us angry. Jesus didn’'t come bere f
Himself, but He so loved the world that He cameeter us. He thought of His mother as He hung en th
cross and spoke to one of His disciples about tp&are of her. The reason Jesus was able to foagigte
operate in love—in the midst of intense agony,stige, and everything that came his way—was because
He was not self-centered.

It's our own selfishness that makes us angry, lyetScripture says we're supposed to be dead to
ourselves. If | had a corpse in front of me, | cousult it, kick it, spit on it, or ignore it, buftit's truly a
corpse, it wouldn’t respond. The reason you respihiedway you do to the things around you is not
because of those external things but because afsarathe inside of you. You will never be so sijo
in faith that you can remove all obstacles andgterg that rubs you the wrong way, but you canl dea
with yourself. You can come to a place where yolkkendesus Lord of your life and love Him, His
kingdom, and other people more than you love ydurgeu’ll find that when you do that and deal with
self that the strife and contention in your lifdlwease.

One of the great keys for applying all of thesadli God has done in your life is to realize that
He didn’t give you the kingdom for selfish purposkle didn’'t do these things just so you could have
every need supplied. You need to learn it's in dempyourself and losing your life that you reallgdin
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to find out what life is all about. It's in lovingther people and God more than yourself that ydm&tin
to defuse your anger and hurt, all those thingsdhainside you.

| pray that today God will take these few thinggel'said and use them to open your heart to
realize that it's our own self-centeredness thasea us grief. Instead of placing the blame somemvhe
else, we need to accept the responsibility, fadeuinble ourselves before God, and ask Him to come
and make Himself big in our lives. That's the way you to walk in victory.

Two reasons for Biblical meditation ate ponder over correct knowledge, also referredaso
renewing the mindandto contact God behind His Worithrough prayer, praise and meditation, i.e.,
musing, pondering and thinking about Him.

Meditation can be done from topical stu@hoosing a topic to ponder over. Examlaptism
Define the word from Greek, Hebrew or a good diwdiy. Find the root word from which it is derived.
Consider and ponder over the context of verseswhikead you to study other related subjects sash
remission (Acts 2:38), repentance (Acts 2:38)hf@ilk. 16:16), the conscience (1 Pet. 3:21), cglom
the Lord (Acts 22:16), etc.

You need to ponder over questions that you hawhairthe scripture raises, such as: Are there
gualifications to be met before baptism? What ésphrpose of baptism/When was it practiced? In what
time frame?

Meditation can be done from expositional study, aeverse by verse study of a book of the Bible.
The key is to ponder and think over a book foraaylthat you become familiar with its content (esrs
and chapters).

Meditation can be done through word studi#at do certain words mean? What does it mean to
believe? What does the word Lord mean? What daesvtrd Jesus mean? What does the word Christ
mean? What does the word justify mean? Etc.

You can meditate from paragraphs in the Bibdeparagraph is a unit of thought in writing,
usually containing several sentences. When an aattanges his subject of emphasis in his writireg, h
usually begins a new paragraph.

When meditating through scriptures look for puntturasuch as question marks. Why is this
guestion being asked? How does it relate to théegtretc.

You see, the Bible says in Isaiah 26:3 that God kékp him in perfect peace whose mind is
stayed upon Him. There are times during the datyweaall need to make course adjustments, justitike
says in Romans 12.

So if you've got a stronghold, if you’re in bondagfeyou find yourself thinking things that you
shouldn’t be thinking, you need to catch yourseifmediately. The Bible says, If we will draw near to
God, He will draw near to us. If we resist the egehe will flee from us. There are times in my life
when I've let things slip and let depression rige At those times, it's hard to pick up the Bibledasit
down and take a passage and say, “God, this is Mdnatsay about me.

We need to say, “I'm going to
resist what I'm letting the enemy do to me rightvaém going to sit down and open the Bible, aneh I
not going to just read some words on these paggd,rb going to connect with the God behind these
words. I'm going to let my mind be stayed upon HAnd Lord, this is what You say about me. You say
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that I'm forgiven. You say that I'm cleansed. Yoayshat nothing can separate me from Your love.”
When you sit there and just think about all of go®d things that God has done for you, in justva fe
moments, you’re going to forget about those othergs.

Let me use an illustration. | heard a man one twag “Now, I'm just admonishing you to not
think about pink elephants for the next ten mindt&» you know what happened? For the next ten
minutes, all we did was think about pink elephamtsen he asked, “What color is the Statue of Lis&rt
Somebody said green. And he said, “Well, which asnthe Statue of Liberty holding up?” And
somebody said it was the right arm. Then he aski#tat does the Statue of Liberty have in her hand.”
And someone said it was a torch. Then the man Sdéithat happened to your thoughts about pink
elephants?” They were gone. You see, it's not danaf saying, “Now, don’t you think these thoughts
because you know you’ll think those thoughts. ThefBure is really telling us that we need to repla
those thoughts with God’s thoughts, and when welsese things coming against us and we’re thinking
something we shouldn’t think, we need to immediatedll to mind our new identity. We need to
immediately turn to the Lord, connect with Him, mas$t with words on a page, but with the God behind
those words. And the Bible tells us in Romans B& as we do, we will see the transformation lid a
peace God gives as our minds are stayed upon Hidhthee things of the Spirit. Think on these things,
my brethren, and walk this day in the liberty arebtlom that Christ has purchased for you.

importance of Christ’'s church, my question is “wisathe church?”

| recently took the Discipleship Evangelism progriamo a local church here in Colorado Springs.
We trained people in the church in how to use i ased it out on the field with them. Within six eks
of working with this local church, we had estabéidi?0 Bible studies outside of that local congriegat
For months we were working with these people inBlitge studies. The pastor really confused me one
day when he said this, “You know, the Bible says the Lord added to the church daily such as shoul
be saved. Why aren’t we seeing these people frenBiihle studies come into our church?”

When we were out on the field, people were beingg@daand people were being discipled and
ministered to. But what the pastor really meant,w&ghy aren’t they coming to meet together on
Sunday morning in this building.” My concept of tbhkeurch was a little off too. What the pastor said
really troubled me, and | didn’t know what to dathbught, “Is the Discipleship Evangelism program
really working? Are we really reaching people’sek?” | knew we were reaching many people, but what
confused me was why they were not coming to thel&umorning service.

| decided to do a study on the word “church.” Thiswhat | discovered. In Romans 16:5,
1 Corinthians 16:19, Colossians 4:15, Philemon &&s 5:42, and Acts 20:20, the Bible primarily
speaks about the early New Testament church meetsmgmeone’s home. | know that there are all kinds
of churches. There are home churches, churches smithll and large congregations, and very large
mega-churches. The one thing that really caughtattgntion in the Scripture was that the New
Testament church seemed to meet together in soradregations in people’s homes.

The Expository Dictionary of Bible Words by Lawren©®. Richards (p.164) says, “Anyone may
be excused for being a bit confused about the mgaofithe word, ‘church’; we use the word in so man
ways. It means a particular building (e.g., therchwn 4th street), a denomination or organizeth fai
(the Reformed Church in America) [or the Baptisu€in], and even a Sunday meeting (e.g., did you go
to church today). None of these uses is particuBitblical.” And | got to thinking, what does thisally
mean? What does the word “church” really mean? domg to quote further. It says, “Since many
persons think of a church as a building for religicservices rather than a congregation engaging in
worship, the rendering church can be misleadindié TGreek word for “church” is “ecclesia” and
literally means an assembly of people togethertlier purpose of worship or prayer or praise or just
looking unto God. I'm going to read some other gjsitnere. It says, “Ecclesia in the New Testamemt ca
encompass any number of believers. It can be usschall groups that met in homes (Romans 16:5). It
encompassed all believers living in a large citgtA11:22), or a large geographical district, saslfsia
or Galatia.” It goes on to say, “The typical megtiof the church was in a home. When such a
congregation met ‘everyone [had] a hymn, a wordirsdtruction, a revelation, a tongue or an
interpretation’ (1 Corinthians 14:26). Individualsared and others ‘weighed carefully what was qdid’
Corinthians 14:29)...such sharing remains essetidide very existence of the church as a commufity
faith...Each person was expected to contributetasérve others with his or her spiritual gift(s).”

In Hebrews 10:25 it say8Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves togeth&he church is an
assembly of people coming together for the purpidsieoking to Jesus, praising the Lord, to receive
direction from the Lord, to follow through with thdirection. The primary purpose of the early New
Testament church was edification. They met togethethe purpose of building each other up in the
faith.

The early church was an evangelistic church. Peojlee scattered everywhere, sharing their
faith in Jesus Christ, and as they shared thein faiJesus Christ, the Lord added to the churcbtteana
building, but added to the people of God as thegméed and believed. Then they assembled themselves
together to encourage one another, to exercise spaitual gifts, to serve one another, and toehav
time of fellowship with one another by sharing aahegether. When they were together, they exetcise
their spirituals gifts to edify one another. Théey would go out and preach the Word, and the whole
cycle would begin again. They believed on the Ldesus Christ, and they assembled themselves
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together. It didn’t matter where they assembled;otild’ve been in a building or someone’s home. It
could’ve been a large amount of people, or it coeldbeen a small number of people meeting in homes
like they did in the early New Testament churchditin’t really matter, as long as they met together
the name of the Lord for the purpose of exercisimggr gifts, to encourage one another, and tovielop
with one another with the end result being edifaator building each other up.

| discovered that what we were doing with the Dpkeship Evangelism program through the local
church | had mentioned earlier, by meeting in Z@edent Bible studies throughout the city, is wergve
meeting in 20 different churches. Not churches askmow them today, we were meeting as the church,
20 times a week, because we met together in thes mdrthe Lord Jesus to encourage one another, ta
look to the Lord Jesus, to be instructed out of\Werd of God, and to exercise our spiritual gifik
matter what church you go to, no matter if youmeai denominational church or a non-denominational
church. If you are meeting in a mega-church or alshome group, no matter what you’re doing, the
Scripture is telling us that as we see the Day @pghing, and as sin abounds, the grace of God muct
more abounds.

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worship me.” Jesus saitlzet thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou Iskeorship the Lord thy God,
and him only shalt thou servgdMatthew 4:10). Then the devil tempted Him, and figad Him again,
and Jesus said, “It is written, Satan . . . it rgten” and quoted the Word of God. He used thergvad
the Spirit and the Bible says the devil took offldeft Him for a season.

In Colossians 1:13,
Paul says,Who hath delivered us from the power of darknesd,hath translated us into the kingdom of
his dear Son."What kingdom are you in? A kingdom is where soneebas the rule and reign. Jesus
Christ is a King. Have you ever given your lifeHom? Are you following Him today, or are you letgin
other things have priority in your life? Jesus ghid in Luke 6:46;And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and
do not the things which | say?e wants to be preeminent in your life, to be namine. There is a
kingdom of darkness that is trying to keep Him frtirat preeminence, that place of reigning in ydfer |
because the enemy wants to rise up in that plapeegiminence. Turn to Jesus today with all yourthea
and realize there is an enemy. His name is Satdrharhas demonic power, but the Bible tells us we
have authority over him.

In today’s session | want to talk about the autigoBod has given us as believers. In order to
address this, we’re going to have to deal not ovitih the authority we have but the authority of&at
He has been blown out of proportion. Christiansehlbgen led to believe we are fighting a being whose
power is superior to ours, and we are just barblg o cope with him. That's not what the Scripture
teaches at all. It does say in Ephesians 6:H@; we wrestle not against flesh and blood, butarpt
principalities, against powers, against the ruleo$ the darkness of this world, against spiritual
wickedness in high placesSo Satan is a factor; he does exist. He has arhier of principalities and
powers that we're dealing with, but in the versst prior to that it says that we have to standragdhe
wiles of the devil. The only power Satan really hgsinst us is deception. He doesn’t have powgrsto
overcome us.

In Genesis 3 we see that when the first temptai@one against Adam and Eve, Satan didn’t come
with some superior force. For instance, insteathlofbiting a mammoth or an elephant, putting hat fo
on Adam’s head, threatening them, and saying, ‘&ere or else,” he inhabited a snake, the mostesubtl
creature God made. The word “subtle” means “slygedéve, or cunning.” The reason Satan came
through the snake was because he really didn’t tteeveower to force Adam and Eve to do anything, he
could only deceive. He came against the naturechadacter of God and began to criticize Him, saying
“God doesn't really love you—He’s holding thingsckarom you.” He used deception to tempt Adam
and Eve to sin against God. They were the oneshaldall the authority, and the reason Satan hald to
it this way was because he didn’'t have power toecagainst God.

There’s so much more, | don’t have time to go ibat, one of the main points | want to get across
is that when we talk about the authority of thadaadr, you have to recognize that Satan has zen@ipo
and authority over you. He is a defeated foe. Hiy power against you is to come against you wéh |
and deception. If your life is being destroyed, yaum say, “Satan is the one who is firing thesdsshb
me,” but you are the one who is giving him the amimon. You're the one who has to respond to his
lies and deception. If we didn’t yield to Satan, weuld have no inroads or power against us. In 2
Corinthians 10:3-5 it say$,*For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war raftes flesh:*(For the
weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mightyotigh God to the pulling down of strong holds;)
®Casting down imaginations, and every high thing #aalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and
bringing into captivity every thought to the obetie of Christ.” These scriptures are talking about the
weapons of our warfare, and every weapon mentioefis to our mind, dealing with thoughts. Satan
doesn’t have the power to do anything to you extiepiugh deception.

| want to quickly summarize some things. In theibeimg God, of course, had all authority. All
power and authority has to emanate from God, bechbigsis the only one who has power in Himself.
Everything else is delegated from Him. When He te@ahe heavens and the earth, He had all power and
authority. Then in Genesis 1:26, when God createthmA and Eve, He said,..Let them have
dominion... over all the earth.Put that together with Psalm 115:16, which sal/ke heaven, even the
heavens, are the LORD’S: but the earth hath hengteethe children of men.God had ownership of
everything by right of being the Creator, but Heegg@ominion, or authority, over the earth to phasic
human beings. Satan has never had the right anerptovrule over the earth. He took it through
deceiving man to sin. God gave that power to mahkamd when man fell, he yielded his God-given
authority and power over to the devil. Satan wasengiven power by God to oppress man or to ruke th
earth.

Scripture does say that Satan is the god of thigdwbut it's not because God made him the god
of this world. God never put Satan in a positiorowa mankind. He gave mankind dominion and
authority over this earth. The only reason Satas énaer been able to oppress, dominate, or cause the
problems he does is because people yielded thelrgiven authority to him. This posed a real problem
for God because He was a Spirit, and He had giwémoaty over this earth to physical human beings.
Only people who had a physical body had the authand power to rule and exercise influence in this
earth. Satan had to come to us and get us to gigléuthority to him. That's the reason that hediko
inhabit a body. In Scripture, demons had to haumady to possess, because Satan can’'t do anything
unless he is using a physical human body to woruiffh. Because God was a Spirit and had given
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authority to physical human beings, now in a séfsdad His hands tied. It wasn’'t because God didn’t
have power and authority but because of His intygHe gave authority to physical human beings, and
to be true to His own word, He couldn'’t just takdack and say, “This isn’t the way | wanted imé
out, stop, we're going to do it over.” No, God bdudimself by His own word. Throughout history He
looked for someone He could flow through, but thebfem was that all men were corrupted and had
yielded themselves to Satan. So what was He to do?

What God finally did was come to the earth Himselfl become a man. This is tremendous when
you understand it, because now the devil was intrioigble. He had been using mankind’s power, and
God couldn't intervene directly to solve all thggeblems, because man was willfully, legally yielgli
his God-given authority to Satan. Satan was wrong/hat he did, but man gave him the authority and
power that was theirs to give. But now, here camd,@nd He was no longer only the Spirit but was in
the form of physical flesh. This put the devil irbad situation because God not only had authanity i
heaven, but becoming a man gave Him authority enetirth. Jesus said in John 5:262?For as the
Father hath life in himself; so hath he given te tBon to have life in himseffAnd hath given him
authority to execute judgment also, because heei$Son of man.He was referring to His physical body.

Jesus came and exercised God-given authority—thié tdenpted Him, and He never yielded to
him—and Satan lost in every battle with Jesus.d#& bur sins, died for them, went to hell, roseimga
and said in Matthew 28:18All authority is given unto me in heaven and inrtbd’ He won back the
authority God had given mankind and man misused,aanGod in the flesh, He now had all authority in
heaven and in earth. In the very next verse He 8dmv you go, and you do these things.” In effelet
was saying, “I now have all authority in heaven aadth, and I'm sharing it with you.” This time,
however, there’s a unique difference in the autiid@od has given back to us as believers. It istjoi
authority between us and the Lord Jesus Christ.nid’ longer given to us solely as it was to Adam an
Eve. They could give the authority away, allow tiewil to oppress them, and basically be hopelass, b
today our authority is shared with the Lord Jeshe<t It’s like having a joint bank account thatjuires
both signatures in order to cash a check. Our aityhie shared with the Lord Jesus, and His autiasi
shared with the church.

Although we may fail, God is never again going ignsthis authority over to the devil. Satan is
absolutely powerless. He has no ability to do angthn your life except what he deceives you in and
what you voluntarily yield to. You may give him &otity in your life, you may suffer personally fiby
but the God-given authority that was given to malh mever again pass solely to the devil. It is now
shared between us and the Lord Jesus, and Heewilin faithful regardless. You need to recognize th
you're the one who now has authority and the poatan is fighting you with thoughts, and your
weapons are such that you can take these thoughtwve You can recognize that it's wrong for the
devil to oppress you physically and find out wheg Scripture has to say about healing. John 8:32 sa
“And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shalhke you free.”You're the one who has power and
authority. God has given it to you, and the onipgfthat keeps you from exercising it is that yawvdn’t
yet taken your thoughts captive. You haven't udegbsé spiritual weapons to renew your mind and to
realize what you have. It's encouraging to find that you're one with authority and power.

| pray that you'll take this, meditate on it, andddwill give you the revelation that you're the one
Satan trembles at. You shouldn’t be trembling atu$decause you are the one who has God-given
power and authority. If you resist the devil, hdl fiee from you (James 4.7).

When Jesus sent His disciples out in Matthew 16€,chbmmand He gave them was to heal the
sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, castemils, and preach the Gospel. In the same brbathHe
told them to preach the Gospel, He told them td Hea sick, cleanse the lepers, and cast out devils
Healing is just as much a part of what Jesus caraedomplish in your life as forgiveness of sins.

In the same way you would never think that the homlild want you to commit a sin in order to
teach you something and so that you could learreiang through your sin, He would never want you
to live in sickness. God is not the author of sedain your life. Sometimes people say things like,
“Well, this sickness is really a blessing from Gbegcause it turned me to Him.” It's true that imsisr
situations people turn to God, but He doesn’t seinkiness to teach you. He wouldn’t do that anymore
than He would put sin on you. Can you learn sometifiyou go live in sin? If you live a life of attary
or homosexuality and get some disease, can yon tbat the lifestyle was wrong? Certainly you daur,
God didn’t cause you to live that lifestyle. He mlidput sin in your life, yet you can learn frormsing.
You can beat your head against the wall and ldzahit's not the thing to do, but you could alsarte
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that without physically beating your head agaihgt wall. You don’t have to learn everything by hard
knocks. God does not put sickness in your life tonble you and teach you something. Jesus died to
forgive you of your sins and also to heal you ofiydiseases. He bore our sins in His own Body,land
His stripes we were healed.

God's supernatural divine healing is available ltcofus. Healing is part of the atonement that
Jesus died to produce. If you aren’t receiving yoealing, God’s not upset with you. You don’t hage
be healed to love God. You can love God with youole heart, not believe in healing, and still go to
heaven. As a matter of fact, you'll probably getrthquicker because you don’t know how to walk in
health. But you know what—it's available to yousds died to produce it. God wants you to be well.

Much more could be said, becawsa if you accept it and have seen it in the
Scriptures, it still raises a lot of questions sadh “if it's God’s will to heal us, why isn't ewane
healed?” There are many reasons, and I'm justadurag the surface on the things | know. Therelista
of information that | simply am not able to getaritere, but | want to address part of why peoptenat
healed if it's God’s will to heal. One of the reasas ignorance. You cannot operate in something yo
don’t know or understand, and in my own life thattainly was true.

| was trained to believe God’s will automaticallgnee to pass, that | had no authority, power, or
say-so in it. So through my ignorance, a numbethofgs happened. My dad died when | was twelve
years old and two or three people had died in neggmce by the time | was twenty-one. | was praying
for all of them to be healed, but | didn't see h&almanifest, not because it wasn’'t God’s will, but
because of ignorance on my part. Ignorance issoreahy things happen, but it's not an excuselikés
the law of gravity: a person could say, “Well, tdit realize that if | walked off a ten-story buihgj it
was going to kill me.” You don’t have to realizéathave the full impact of that law to work agaiysu.
People are ignorant about some of God’s laws. Tdwyt know how His healing system works, so
ignorance is killing a lot of people.

Another thing that can hinder us from receivinglimggis sin. It really upsets people when you
say that because they interpret what you are sagngll sickness is a result of some sin on out, par
which is not true. That’s not what I'm saying. loh#h 9, there was an instance where Jesus was coming
out of the temple, and His disciples pointed owman there who was born blind. His disciples said in
verse 2, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, thatwas born blind?'In other words, they
were trying to relate his sickness directly to sind saying was it his sin or was it his parentstisat
caused this sickness to come on him? Jesus’ angagrthat neither of them had sinned. That's not
saying that the parents or the son had never siboedhat it wasn’t their sin that directly caudaid
blindness. It's untrue to say that all sicknesselated to sin, but it's also untrue to say thatisinot one
of the factors.

In John 5 there is an instance when Jesus wasgidbl of Bethsaida, and He healed a man
supernaturally. There were multitudes in that place only one person was healed. Later the chapter
shows the man didn’t know who healed him when #esJasked him in verse 12)/hat man is that
which said unto thee, Take up thy bed, and wal@tses 13-14 continu&*And he that was healed
wist [knew] not who it was: for Jesus had conveyed himselfyawamultitude being in that place,
Y“Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and saitb him, Behold, thou art made whole: sin no
more, lest a worse thing come unto thedéesus said right here that sin would cause songetlorse
than his paralysis to come upon him. He tied tisalteof sickness to sin. He also said in John 9 itha
wasn’t because of anybody’s sin that the man was blind.

Some things just happen naturally, but there anegiwhen sickness, disease, or problems can be
a direct result of sin. Even in such cases, it dbesean God is the one who is doing these thingsst
Take, for instance, a person who lives a homosdiaatyle, which is a perversion of nature. Therfan
body is not made to live that way. Sexually commated diseases come from that lifestyle. God is not
the author of these diseases—it's just nature liagebecause it's not set up to live that way. For
instance, if you go out and eat the wrong food,rymdy will respond, and it's not God doing it towy
There are natural laws, natural factors here. $otiue that sin can be one of the reasons peopl&t
healed.

If there’s a known sin in your life, and you ardié&eéng God for healing, you need to stop the sin,
because through it you are giving Satan a directscthat’s hindering you from receiving what Ged i
doing in your life. Romans 6:16 say&now ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves @Bty to obey,
his servant ye are to whom ye obey; whether olusio death, or of obedience unto righteousness?”
That’s not saying that Satan becomes master isghge that you lose your salvation and go to betlit
means that whether you are a Christian or not—ifrgoout living in sin—you’re giving Satan an ina
into your life. John 10:10 says that the thief cenfir no other purpose except to steal, to kil &m
destroy, but Jesus came to give you life. So wgoieJesus trying to bring His life and health igta,
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but we’ve also got Satan trying to make you si€khidough sin you're yielding yourself to Satanuyare
empowering him and giving him an opportunity in ydife. You can pray and ask God for healing all
you want to, but your actions are allowing the H&vicome in and bring sickness. So, if you arenfjn
sin, you need to stop it.

| need to add that you could become so introspecdhiat you would say, “Well, 'm always less
than what | should be,” and get to a place wheendtiough you believe God can heal, you believe He
won’t because you don’t deserve it. That certaislyvrong, too. None of us are ever going to obtain
healing from God because we deserve it. God’s nlexdranyone qualified working for Him yet, so you
don’t need to associate God moving in you life awlyour performance—your holiness. It needs to be
based on what Jesus has done for you and yourifaltiim. At the same time, you can’t ignore your
actions and vyield yourself to the devil without himmdering you. You'll see healing work much easier
much better, in your life if you repent and quityining you're doing that would give Satan an inroad
into your life.

Another factor that concerns healing that some lgedpn’t think much about is the negativity
and unbelief of other people can affect you. Onthefclassic examples of this is in Mark 6 whersude
was in His hometown, and the people didn't respBot because they remembered Him as a little boy.
They knew His father and mother, brothers andrsisend didn’t respect Him the way some people did.
They came against him and criticized Him, Mark 6:days* *...A prophet is not without honour, but in
his own country, and among his own kin, and indvi& house’And he could there do no mighty work,
save that he laid his hands upon a few sick fafki healed thenfAnd he marvelled because of their
unbelief...” This doesn’t say that Jesus wouldn’t, but thatddeldn’t do any mighty works. Here is
Jesus, the sinless Son of God, who came to earthman, who had no lack in His faith, and there
certainly wasn’t any inroad of sin in His life, yete was limited to what He could do for other peopl
because of their unbelief. Put this together withtthlew 13:58, where it sgy$And he did not many
mighty works there because of their unbeliafid we see that Jesus, who had no limitationsinmself
and certainly no sin in His life to give Satan aroad, was limited in what He could do becausehef t
people around Him.

This is really important to understand that I'misayit is God’s will to heal everyone all of the
time. If you believe that, you might possibly make mistake of going to a hospital and trying tgogm
it of every sick person because you believe it'slGavill for them to be healed. It is God’s willrfthem
to be healed, but He will not move against theinomill. God will protect your right to be sick, you
right not to be healed. No one can force you tdhhéaled—you can’t get healed off of someone else’s
faith. Their faith can help you if you're strugglinbut they can’t do it for you. You can push awaen
it's in neutral, but you can’'t push a car in parkreverse. If a person is set against healing, gannot
overcome it. Because of this, you can’'t empty ghiakor go into a church service and see evergqrer
healed without their cooperation.

There’s so much more that could be said about Wilsen Jesus healed people, even raising the
dead, he would go up to someone and say, “Weephetwould tell a mother not to weep and then raise
her son from the dead. Somebody’s faith has toskeel somewhere. There needs to be faith on our part
and there are so many, many other things involaelgealing. I've discussed just a few here todag, an
hopefully they will help you, but one of the mamrigs you need to get out of this is that God ithfal.

It is His will for you to be healed, but you haweléarn how to cooperate with Him. He can’t dooit f
you; He has to do it through you. It will come frdihe inside of you.

| pray that these things will help you to startlgieg yourself, allow the power of God to flow
through you, and walk in His supernatural health.

Forgiveness should be the real attitude of a Ganistlesus said in Luke 23:3%ather forgive them; for they
know not what they doAnd also Stephen the martyr, in Acts 7:60 sdidy not this sin to their charge.Not all
people will receive forgiveness, but the attitud¢hie heart of a Christian should be always toraffe

Jesus tells a parable about forgiveness when h@aen in verse 23Therefore is the kingdom of heaven
likened unto a certain king, which would take actoaf [make a reckoning witjis servants®*’And when he had
begun to reckon, one was brought unto him, whicadolnim ten thousand talen{3he Living Bible says that is
like ten million dollars.°But forasmuch as he had not to pay, his lord conttedrhim to be sold, and his wife,
and children, and all that he had, and paymentetm’mde.zGThe servant therefore fell down, and worshipped him
saying, Lord, have patience with me, and | will ghge all.” Now here’s the situation: There is a man who
actually owes ten million dollars to his mastereféhis no way he can pay it—he knows he can't hechtaster
knows he can't. In those days you couldn’t claimkyaptcy like you can in United States—they’'d se&lu, your
wife, your children, and everything you had, andi'dogo into slavery. You would be sent to prisortilun
everything was paid, and if it never was, you'dystaprison all your life. This man did the onlyirth he knew to
do: he got down on his knees and cried for mer®h, “master, please be patient with me! Pleaseg lybea. I'll
repay you everything, just be patient!” Notice wihaippened in verse 27. It says the master was mwitad
compassion for him, and he forgave him his debt.

We had a debt we could not pay. The Bible says @mnB:23) that the wages of sin was death—
separation from God for eternity—all the silver agaold in the world couldn’t redeem us. Then GodHis
compassion and in His grace sent His son JesustQGarearth to pay the debt we couldn’t pay. Gakéal upon
us in His compassion and mercy and said, “I forgive that debt.”

This man who had just been forgiven ten millionla@ was owed something like twenty dollars by a
fellowservant. He found him and said, “I've justebeforgiven ten million dollars, and what is twenkyllars to
me? | want you to be as free as | am! Just leb|titts okay, for I've been forgiven ten million dars!” That is
what should have happened, but it didn’t. Let' sireéat really happened in verses 28:3#But the same servant
went out, and found one of his fellowservants, Wwbiwved him an hundred pence: and he laid handsimn énd
took him by the throat, saying, Pay me what thoasti’And his fellowservant fell down at his feet, anddogght
him, saying, Have patience with me, and | will gege all.*°And he would not: but went and cast him into prison
till he should pay the debt:So when his fellowservants saw what was done,vileeg very sorry, and came and
told unto their lord all that was done.He threw that man into prison for twenty dollafseahe’d just been
forgiven ten million dollars! Can you imagine that?

Verses 32-34 say,**Then his lord, after that he had called him, saidouhim, O thou wicked servant, |
forgave thee all that debt, because thou desireutst**Shouldest not thou also have had compassion on thy
fellowservant, even as | had pity on thé&nd his lord was wroth and delivered him to thementors, till he
should pay all that was due unto hinThis man was then thrown into prison because @fwthy he treated his
fellow servant, and thus forfeited his originaldgiveness. Jesus said in verse ‘3 likewise shall my heavenly
Father do also unto you, if ye from your heartgyfee not every one his brother their trespassks't it foolish,
having been forgiven all our sin— the wages of Whace death and separation from God for eternityrefiose to
forgive? We beseech God saying, “Forgive me ane ma@rcy on me through Jesus Christ,” receive fergpgs,
and then turn and refuse to forgive someone elsa fhittle thing we think is so big—after havingcetved
forgiveness for all the things we’ve done. God'gssthat's wickedness.

| pastored a church awhile back, and there wasuag/avoman in the congregation who was able to see
things in the future.

Genesis 2:24 is the first time the Bible reallks$ah lot about marriage. It say$herefore shall a
man leave his father and his mother, and shall veanto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.”
Marriage is leaving all other relationships to mfe your life on another individual, and God desigit
that way. It's like a tri-unity relationship. | ddrknow if you understand what | mean, but in tharmage
relationship when God called Adam and Eve togetiharasn’t just Adam relating to God or Eve relgtin
to God. It was now Adam and Eve as a unit, in osgré purpose relating to God. The Bible says in 1
Peter 3.7,'Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with thdour wiveg according to knowledge . . . that your
prayers be not hindered.Genesis 5:1-2, a really a great scripture, sayshis is the book of the
generations of Adam. In the day that God created,rrathe likeness of God made he hfiale and
female created he them, and blessed them, anddctedkr name Adam, in the day when they were
created.” Notice that Adam named his wife, Eve, but GodezhlAdam and Eve, together as a unit,
Adam. So in the marriage relationship, it's no len@God and me or God and that woman—it's me and
my wife in oneness, heirs according to the graddeofvho have been called to serve God in purptise,
walk in oneness and unity.

Genesis 2:24, which we just read, says a man @aNé his father and mother and cleave to his
wife, and they shall be one flesh. The word “cléaweans: to stick or adhere to, to become onegto b
one in purpose. If you're having a problem in youarriage relationship today, let me ask you a few
guestions: Are the things you're doing, the way’s@acting toward your wife, the things you're sayi
to her, causing you to come closer together as @re&re they causing a breach or separation? The
commandment of Scripture for marriage is to cleavestick to, so are the things you’re doing buntgi
your relationship or tearing it down? We need tklat some of these things.

People think love is just an emotional feelingu8ed to love you, but I fell out of love—I don’t
love you anymore.” Suppose you come from a dysfanat family. You go before a minister or judge to
be married; you commit to give your life to thatlividual; you really want this to work till deatlo ¢you
part. But because of your dysfunctional family, yeunever seen love, never seen it expressed in you
family, never seen your parents share any warmessmn of love. She may have come from a family
that expressed a lot of affection, and you donowrhow. Even though you want to love this person
you're committing yourself to, because you're sosfdpctional yourself, having never seen love
expressed before, you probably will fail. Chances that within a few years you will go in for
counseling and say, “We're just not getting alohdon’t love her anymore.” Well, I've got good news
for you today: If you're having problems in your mage, there’s something that can correct it.
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When you buy a new refrigerator and have a prohiat it, you know to go to the manual. The
manual will tell you if it's doing this, this is pbably what’s wrong, or you can take it to a sesman.
There is a manual to work on your marriage, toitfixt’'s called God’s Word, and the Bible tells ums
Titus 2:4 that love is something that can be taugbitnething that can be learned. If you came from a
dysfunctional family and don’t really know how tove your wife—your marriage is falling apart—
there’s good news. In 1 John 5:3 it sdyxyr this is the love of God, that we keep his candments:
and his commandments are not grievouBlirough the commandments of Jesus Christ, who shews
how to love, how to express kindness and generaaity how to seek the welfare of the other person i
your marriage relationship, God can turn that situearound for you.

This is just an introduction to the subject of mege. We're going to continue another lesson on
it and | just want to say, “God bless you todayas continue in your study.” We believe God warmts t
impart more wisdom and knowledge as you look ihte subject.

Joining myself to a prostitute would not automdlicanake me divorced from my wife or make me
married to the prostitute because | had intercowilk her. So what is marriage? If marriage is a
oneness, if it's a joining together, if it's becamione flesh, what is the difference in that anthgdo a
prostitute, because if you went to a prostitute gbuiously would become one flesh with her.

The Bible does say that marriage is a onenessniagatogether, a uniting together, but it's more
than that. It is uniting together by a covenante Word “covenant” in Hebrew is “berith,” and it hiee
idea of binding together. It's a final commitmeritam individual, even a commitment till death daiyo
part. Now, if | went into a prostitute, if | did ¢lu an evil sin as that, there would be no commitnoen
my part to her. The essence of marriage is firglloforsaking all others. The Bible says you sledive
your father and mother, and you shall cleave tor yweife. Ezekiel says “you became mine.” It's
forsaking all others for this one—to commit youfgelthis one. Obviously if you, in an immoral wag
to another person when you are married, that weidihte the principle of marriage, the oneness, and
unity that comes through a covenant or commitmEngkiel 16:8 calls it a covenant of marriage. In
Ephesians 5 we learn that in marriage the hustkmatallove his wife, even as Christ loved the chusch
it's a covenant of love. The reason it's a covenaintove is because love is the ruling principle in
marriage. Above all things, love must be the rulmigciple of marriage.

Marriage is a covenant of oneness. It says in &rR¥ that if | don’t honor and appreciate my
wife as being the weaker vessel and realize tharedeirs together of the grace of life, our prayeill
be hindered. Think about that—our spiritual livealld be hindered if we do not walk in the unity and
harmony that God has designed for the marriageioa&hip. Proverbs 2:16-17 talks about a wayward
woman who forsakes her marriage covenant, the gofideer youth, and that marriage relationship is
called a covenant of her God. This is a very saribing—it's a covenant we make to an individuait b
it's also a covenant that we make before God. Ashras | love to minister to people, God has a jyior
and that is to focus on our marriage. Marriagelydala focusing of your life onto another indivalu
and as | said, the ruling principle is love.

Matthew 7:12 says whatever you would want someommtto you, do to them, for this is the law
and the prophets. This is exactly the principle geould rule in marriage. It's not a selfish thimgt for
self, not about what can this person give you. Blide says in 1 Corinthians 13:4 that love is kit
seeking the welfare of another—to be generous and, kand always seek the best for that other
individual. The reason marriage is designed that iwdecause it is an example, a model of whath re
relationship with God should be. He has given listitations in the natural. He has shown us how to
have a good marriage, a great marriage; becauseahts us to have a model of what a real eternal
relationship is to be with Him. Marriage is onlytiinleath do us part, a temporary thing. The Badgs
in the resurrection they neither marry nor are giire marriage. God wants us to understand having a
good marriage—the principles of love—the principtdsgiving unselfishly to another. He is saying,
“What | want you to really understand is that I'e@led you into a marriage relationship with me—aot
temporary relationship, not one that will just ladew years and then be gone, but an eternailaesip
where all of My love will be manifested to you foeg and ever.”

Let me give you a few principles of marriage. Mage is a merger, not just a partnership. The
Bible talks about it in Genesis 4 as a knowing, endl Peter 3:7 as being heirs together of theegrdc
life. Marriage is a covenant, which means it isdong; there’s a commitment involved. Sin did notegn
the first church, it entered the first marriage,ve® need to get the manual, get the instructiormaitab
marriage, and implement the principles of love um lives. We also ask, “What is love?” The defioiti
of love is really in a sense, unselfishness. Is&iai6 says we are like sheep; that we went astndy a
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turned every one to his own way, but in marriagefoaeis on the other individual and seek their welfa
and benefit.

The Bible tells us in Ephesians that loving youfews like loving your own body. We husbands
are to cherish and honor the wife God has givamstonvhich means to appreciate her. To love your own
body doesn’t mean you sit around and hold hands yatrself, pat yourself, and say, “Oh, | love you.
It's not that at all. To love yourself is to protgmurself; feed yourself, and look out for youfs&Ve
should never take our wives for granted, never tale of her weaknesses and expose it publicly,rmeve
make fun of her, or do things that hurt her. Weédréove her as we love our own selves.

| would like you to lift yourself up to God in prag, and first of all, thank Him for loving you.
The second thing | want you to do is thank Himyfour partner, the mate He gave you. That's patihef
problem. You haven't appreciated your mate; you Ipeit down, and the Bible says that basically is
selfish and is sin. It says in Ephesians 5 thatsleleansed the church by the washing of watehby t
Word, by his Words He spoke over the church. Whaun gpeak words over your mate, they will rise to
the level of the words you speak. If you say, “Yeuho good, you're ugly, you're overweight” you Wil
suppress your marriage and cause not onenessgaragen and alienation. But if you speak words of
kindness like, “Honey | appreciate the things ya,) Hdappreciate you, | love you,” and back them up
with your actions, your mate will rise up to thedéof those words.

Can’t you see today that a lot of the problemsdarymarriage relationship are the words you've
spoken? You have brought your mate down rather tiparl encourage you to speak good words over
your mate today. Love is not a feeling; love iskseg the welfare and benefit of another person
regardless of how you feel. Begin today with adtkiadness, just like painting several layers of a
lacquer on a piece of wood. That's how love is thdl little acts of kindness. Start to esteem,dnpn
value, and speak words of love over your mate, yndll see a difference. God bless you as you
implement these principles.

This word is used about
seventy-two times in the New Testament and meamarm feeling of affection that comes and goes in
intensity. Most people who talk about love thinkttis what love really is, so “I fall in love andall out
of love.” If your marriage is built on that kind ¢dve, there will be times when you have a high and
times when you have a low—you could fall in lonel @ut of love based on that.

The Bible says we're to love each other with Gddixl of love, which is “agape” love. What is
“agape” love? There are many facets, and 1 Coenthil3 gives the whole definition of what love
involves.

We came frarcommunist country and don’t know if there’s a
God. We don’t want this Jesus stuff.”

Then the
lady said, “You know, when the Americans were sp&gkl couldn’t understand anything they were
saying, but when you got up and started speakingtalesus and His love for us, and what he dideso w
could have a relationship with Him, | understoo@mword you said! | understood it perfectly! It stu
be God! It must be God!” As a result, lives werarmged, not just the Romanians.

Let me tell you what happened then. My home begatmé filed on Monday nights with
international people—Romanians, Bulgarians, angleeivom Russia. God was changing lives, and they
knew we loved them. We even had people from Affidamugh we could hardly speak to each other, one
thing they knew: when we prayed, God would manikistself to them.

In Matthew 22 when Jesus was asked whagtleatest commandment was, He said
it's love for God, and love for our fellow man. ®eetwo commandments are really one, if understood
correctly. When you show love to the least of thesebrethren, Jesus said, you are actually showing
to Me. The Bible is teaching that we have a wondeypportunity to love Jesus Christ in practicalywa
by loving others.

In our last lesson | told you about the Romaniamset in a park. Their lives were changed
because | sought their welfare and benefit regassdtd how | felt. They were a different color and
nationality, but | knew that God’s love expresseelf when we reach out and seek the welfare and
benefit of others like Jesus did. He didn't fe&kligoing to the cross. He said, “Father, if theaaly
other way, let it be, yet not My will but Yours blene.” Jesus sought our welfare and benefit regssdl
of how He felt.

One day | got a call from the Romanians, they werears. They had been in the United States
for seven-and-a-half years. They now lived in Kanaad were working. They said, “We finally got a
ruling on our political asylum papers. They're gigius thirty days to make an appeal, and then we ar
going to be deported.” People normally have ontya to five percent chance of ever getting politica
asylum in this country. They went to a lawyer aedoasically said they didn’'t have a chance. | thiem
we would pray and try to help them. How, | didnitdw. | thought it would be a great injustice todgen
them back—especially when their children can novellyasspeak Romanian.

A friend of mine called our Colorado congressmahgpwaid to contact Senator Sam Brownback
in Kansas since the Romanians now lived in KanBlaat was great because | have a friend named Kim,
who worked for Senator Brownback. | contacted Kimd ashe got four people in Washington DC
working on this case. The community in Sublettens&s, got behind the Romanians with a petition of
signatures stating, that they wanted these Romsiiare. They're good people, they pay taxes, aeyl th
work hard. We want them here.” There was a fullesage newspaper article about what had happened.
It was a miracle, and because there were highiafiegn our government who understood what was
going on, the Romanians got a letter saying thésaecwas reversed and they could stay in the dnite
States.

| went to Sublette, Kansas. My friends didn’t knbwas coming, and when | got there they were
on the phone thanking Senator Brownback for helgegtheir political asylum. He couldn’t be there
personally because it was the last day of Presi@&nton’s impeachment hearing, but ABC and NBC
News were there with their cameras. As soon as lleyg up, they ran over and hugged me, and the
cameras went right over to me. They said, “Whoyane, and how do you know these people?” | told
them the whole story, how | met them and soughi thelfare and benefit because of God and what
Jesus said in Matthew 7:12.

We then went to the gymnasium where they had rédteywand blue balloons everywhere and
were singing patriotic songs. When my friends cameeveryone started shouting, and they were
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weeping. The mayor of the city said, “Today, FebyuE?, is going to be Jucan Family Day in honor of
these Romanians.” They took an American flag thea&e had flown over the capitol in Washington,
DC, in their honor and presented it to them, arsb gresented them with papers that said they were
legally there, basically for the rest of their kvel'hey all gave a testimony, and then asked npeaty. |
said, “There’s one person we haven’t thanked engegtioday, and that's God Almighty. In a park in
Colorado Springs, CO, seven-and-a-half years ag@aslseeking God, telling Him that | wanted to heac
out with His love to someone that day and | wasttethese Romanians. | then repeated the story, anc
said, “God wants to help you—welcome to the USA.”

It takes money to live, & gour needs met, and to be a blessing to otkod. didn’t
leave us alone in this area and say, “I'm conceatmmlit your spiritual part, but | don’t care abgaur financial
part . . . you're on your own.” No, He loves youewery way—spirit, soul, and body—and He’s madevision
for you. Most people recognize that some degregnahcial prosperity is necessary, but religionibally has
taken a stand against having an abundance.

The Word of God teaches against greed in manyrdiffevays but also makes it very clear that finance
are a blessing. In 3 John 2, the Apostle John 8&lpved, | wish above all things that thou mayesisper and
be in health, even as thy soul prosperetWhat a strong statement . . . John says “abovihialys!” It's talking
about healing, emotions, relationships, and finandée Lord wants you to prosper and be in heditbva
everything else. He wants you to prosper in sgdyl, and body. That’'s His will for you.

Many religious people actually say that God waimts ¥ be poor, that being poor is a godly thing] dre
poorer you are the more godly you are. | was raisster that kind of thinking—that preachers shotillave
very much—that a Christian is a person who shooldvidhout—which this certainly cannot be substaatiaby
Scripture. Abraham was the richest man of his tise,much so that kings asked him to depart bechisse
possessions were affecting the wealth of their tasm The same was true of Isaac and Jacob. Jesapla man
who prospered and had super abundance. David gate Lord out of his own personal treasury ovérltllion
dollars worth of gold and silver to build the teeypSolomon, David’'s son, was the richest man that kved on
the face of the earth. When you look at it scrigliyr people who have really served God were btkfisancially.

There are examples of people who struggled aneviticbut. Paul said in Philippians 4:13 that he dotdd
all things through Christ and had learned to baerdrin whatever situation he was in. He said hexkhow to be
abased and how to abound. There were times whefs Gedrants went through poverty and difficulty lyou
cannot find in Scripture that the poorer you ane,more godly you are. That is not true, and yougmaout on the
streets and see it disproved. So, yes, there'sth rere that greed is wrong. In 1 Timothy 6:16ays, For the
love of money is the root of all evil. . Some people take that and say money is the roait efil, but it says the
love of money is the root of all evil. There arplke who love money and don’t have a dime; otherehgreat
wealth but don't love it. They just use it.

Deuteronomy 8:18 shows the real purpose of findme@sperity. The Lord was talking to the Isradjte
who were about to enter into the Promised Landvesr@d going to experience wealth and prosperity wag they
never had before. He told thefBut thou shalt remember the Lord thy God: fordthe that giveth thee power to
get wealth, that he may establish his covenantwhé&sware unto thy fathers, as it is this dajctording to this
passage of Scripture, the purpose of prosperitptigo have an abundance of things for your owfiseepurposes,
but so you can establish God’s covenant here ah.darother words, God will bless you so that ywaun in turn
be a blessing. In Genesis 12:2 the Lord told Abmaltawill bless thee, and make thy name great; anolutishalt
be a blessing.’Before you can be a blessing to anybody elsehgwe to be blessed yourself.

You need certain things and have certain needsbdtwants to meet, but it goes beyond a selfistyth
He wants to prosper you so He can get His moneugtr you, and you can be a blessing.

If you are unableitve tp things you feel God has touched your heaoua. . . if
you would like to be a blessing to someone butuable . . . then you aren’t prospering financialbgording to
what the Scripture says. God says He will blesstgaine degree that all of your needs will be raet] you'll be
able to abound unto every good work.

True biblical prosperity is not just to get youreds met, but so you can be a blessing to otherlgebipe
person who thinks only of themselves is actuallfiste If someone says, “I'm believing God for mgrethers
may think them greedy or selfish, but it dependgsh@nmotive. If you ask God for more so you canaéigger
house or a better car, that's not the right scragtattitude. But if you are believing God for mdrecause you have
gone beyond seeing your own needs met and ward tohldessing to others, that is the attitude Hetsvgou to
have. He wants you to prosper. It's His will foruytm prosper.

He had been waghhe rich people put in huge sums of moneyHest
called His disciples together and said this womaregnore than them all, because they gave outeaf th
abundance, but she gave out of her poverty. God dotevaluate the size of your gift by its mongtar
value but rather by the percentage of what youtbaglve. When a person says, “I don’'t have anythg
give,” it's not true. If nothing else, you couldkeaa piece of clothing you have and give it away.
Everyone has something to give, so do away with ahgument that you don’t have anything to give. As
a matter of fact, the time you seem to have litdleanything is when your giving can be a greater
percentage than any other time. A person who haslédlars and gives away five has given a much
larger gift than someone who gives a million dalarhen they have billions and billions left. God ise
up so every single person can give.

Why did God tell us to give? There are many thimgslved, but one of the main purposes is that
God wants you to trust Him in every area of yote.li

If there isn’'t a God, and if His Word isn’t true w He says,Give, and it shall be given unto
you,” taking a portion of what you have and giving itagwis the stupidest thing you could ever do.
Instead of moving toward the goal of having all yoeeds met, you're actually moving away from it if
God hasn’'t promised to bless you. It takes faitbéable to give the way God says, and that'seéhean
He told you to do it.

In Luke 16 there is a parable about a steward Wieated his master, and it finally comes down
to this: He says if you haven't been faithful ir thnrighteous mammon (talking about money), thea wh
will commit to your trust the true riches? If yoaven't believed God in the smaller things, conaggni
money, how are you going to get to the more importhings, such as spiritual values? Scriptures lik
this make money one of the least levels of stevspddf you can’t trust God with your finances, how
can you trust Him with your eternal destiny? Howm gau truly believe Jesus has forgiven your sirng an
that you’re going to spend eternity in heaven?dmpgarison, the spiritual things we supposedly puit o
faith in the Lord for are much more significantth@oney. Money is a minor thing, but it's the batto
line of starting to trust God.

Proverbs 11:24 says, there are some that give aveag than it looks like is necessary, and yet
they prosper, and there are others that tend tadhehat they have, and it only causes poverty @n th
inside of them.

If you seek the kingdom of God and His righteousrfest, then He will add these things to you.
If you say you want God to help you in your finasteeand you're praying for His help but aren’t segkin
first the kingdom of God, and you aren’t takingtapsof faith, trusting Him with your finances, and
giving —then you really aren’t trusting Him.

In 1 Joht415 it says* **And this is the confidence that we have in him,
that, if we ask any thing according to his will, ineareth us*°And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever wevask,
know that we have the petitions that we desirddrof’ That is a lot of confidence. God always answeayer, but it
doesn’t always look like it's answered. Matthew-8:8ays,’ "Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye Shll
knock, and it shall be opened to y8Eor every one that asketh receiveth; and he theket findeth; and to him that
knocketh it shall be openedThose verses are saying that God does answerrpk&teevery one of us can think of a
time in our lives when we asked for something thiatbelieved was a right thing, a good thing nadltgtselfish or
outside of God'’s will, yet we didn’t see the answer

God’s Word says to ask, and it will be given to ybut our experience says we asked, and it wasrengo
us. Which is true? The answer may surprise youthmitruth is that probably both are true. Mostgyeahink, “Now
wait a minute, God’s Word says he will answer, hditin't see it happen.” John 4:24 sa¥Gpd is a Spirit: and they
that worship him must worship him in spirit andtinth.” God operates in the spiritual realm to answer yayer,
but it takes faith on your part to manifest. Fagthwhat takes things from the spiritual world andves them into the
physical world. This is basically what Hebrews 1%dys:“Now faith is the substance of things hoped for th
evidence of things not seert’didn’t say faith is the evidence of things tliain't exist. They do exist, but they are
not in the seen physical world; but in the unseentgal realm. Faith reaches over into the spalittealm and draws
those things into the physical world.

It's like a radio signal. Radio and television &ias are broadcasting constantly. You can be moanrwhere
you can't see or hear the signals, but that doese&n they aren’t there. You have to turn a radiard tune it to the
frequency you want to hear. Then the radio pultséhsignals out of a realm you can’t perceive ahdoadcasts them
in a realm where you can hear them with your huesm God answers our prayers in a similar way: iMesgthings
in the spiritual realm, and by faith we have tocteaut and bring them into the physical world. Tgsical and
spiritual worlds move parallel to each other. Games and answers your prayer, but you may neveit seifest in
the physical unless you let faith bridge the gapvben the unseen spiritual realm and the physicaldwve live in.

For example, Daniel, a man of God, was praying asidng God to give him a revelation. For the sake o
time, I'll summarize the story. The Lord sent thegel, Gabriel, to appear to Daniel and answer haygr. Daniel
9:22-23 says, 22And he informed me, and talked with me, and saiBa@iel, | am now come forth to give thee skill
and understanding>At the beginning of thy supplications the commamdro@me forth; and | am come to shew thee;
for thou art greatly beloved: therefore understahd matter, and consider the visiorHere is the point: Gabriel said
that at the beginning of Daniel’s prayer, the comdment from God came for him to bring the answleyolu read
how long it took to bring the answer, it was abibuee minutes, a three-minute lag time between $oommand and
the physical manifestation.

We make a lot of suppositions that if God is re@lyd and something is His will, it just happeng lthe snap
of a finger; but that's not true. In this instanGxnd gave the command, and it took approximatelgethminutes for
Gabriel to cover that distance. | don’t have adl thasons for this, and it's really not essenfibe point I'm trying to
make is that from the time God gave the commaratgetivas a lag time of approximately three minutfere it was
manifest. Now if that was the longest we had taebel for an answer to prayer, most of us could @bbphold on,
but it's not always that way.

In Daniel 10 we find the same man praying anothayegr, and this time it took three weeks for thevear to
come. Many people who read this would say, “Why@wmH answer one of Daniel’s prayers in three msated the
next prayer in three weeks?” Daniel 10:11-12 sdy%nd he said unto me, O Daniel, a man greatly belpve
understand the words that | speak unto thee, asadstipright: for unto thee am | now sent. And wherhad spoken
this word unto me, | stood tremblinﬁThen said he unto me, Fear not, Daniel: for from tinst day that thou didst
set thine heart to understand, and to chasten thpedore thy God, thy words were heard, and | ame for thy
words.” This shows that God commanded the messenger frenvaty first day of Daniel's prayer. It took three
weeks for that answer to manifest, but God is falttScripture that says He is the same yesteralay and forever
(Hebrews 13:8).

If you put chapters 9 and 10 together, | believel @oswered both prayers instantly. One took thrieeites,
and the other took three weeks, but God wasn'tviréable. Here's the point: God answers our prayeis does
things, but there are a lot of variables that cappen between the time He answers prayers andegths answers
manifest. You have to believe; faith has to reantb the spiritual realm and bring the answer ih physical realm.
So faith is one of the critical ingredients.

Also you can see in verse 13 of Daniel chaptef'B0t the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstand one
and twenty days: but, lo, Michael, one of the cprfices, came to help me; and | remained theré e kings of
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Persia.” This isn't talking about a physical person buteandnic hindrance. Satan is another variable irptbeess.
Sometimes God answers our prayers, but Satan kinldem through other people. For instance, if yobelieving
for finances, God isn’t going to give you moneyqmerally. He’'s not going to counterfeit United Sgateirrency or
any other currency of this world. He's not goingtiake money, rain it down from heaven, and put idur pocket.
Luke 6:38 says\Give, and it shall be given unto you; good measyressed down, and shaken together, and running
over, shall men give unto your bosorbdd will move and answer your prayer, but it’srgpto come through people.
Some people are bound by greed, and if they argeyamith you or you're doing things to offend the®atan can

selfish or self-serving—that you don’t love a persé®cause of what they can do for you. As you grow
this and literally begin to discern His kind of &g\then when you feel it flow through you for somép
else - That's God moving. Once you discern the lolv&od flowing through you for someone, all you
have to do is follow it with some word of encouragnt or action —do something.

There are times when I've been praying, a personldvoome to my mind, and | would have
God’s kind of love and compassion for them. Theas wo reason for this to happen; it was superrdatura
I've learned to call the person, write them a lette contact them in some way. Nearly every sirighe
that person will say, “Boy, that was God speakimgpugh you to me, and He touched my life throudh it
Do you know how that happened? It happened bedaesesed this love, this godly compassion flowing
out of me toward that person. When | feel that nbrecognize it's not me—it's God. God is love, and
when | love other people, it's Him loving other pé® through me.

As you study the Scriptures
you'll find this compassion, this godly love in maplaces. It's not just an emotion but a compastian
flows out through us.

When Jesus was hanging on the cross, He lovedebgle around Him so much that He said,
“Father, forgive them; for they know not what they” (Luke 23:34). These were the very people who
were crucifying Him, yet He had compassion on theamd asked God to forgive them. We know He
didn’t have goose bumps—it wasn't just a feelingapremotion—it was a choice. Nonetheless, Heffelt i
and released it toward other people. Every oneoof who is born again has God living inside of you.
According to the verse we started with, 1 John &8¢ is love, and He wants to flow through you to
reach other people. To do that, He will releasse tmmpassion. You'll feel it flow out of you toward
other people, and when you do, you need to respond.

You don't always have to do something special. degsh’'t have to be “thus saith the Lord.”
Sometimes, if you have a feeling of compassion tdveaperson, just go over and put your arm around
them and say, “God loves you and so do I.” | knave ¢éime this worked when | was on the receiving
end, in a situation where | was about to be runobat church.

That's all he saiid
didn’t know anything about the situation going anmy life, but God used that. | knew it was Him
loving me through that person, and it kept me arttinistry and changed my life.

It doesn’t have to be profound or necessarily sgneat word. God is love, and whenever you
discern that love flowing through you, it's the g flow... the divine life of God. When you sensatth
you need to follow it up. Go do something, say sihing, be a blessing to some person. God will put
words in your mouth. He will use you, and He wét people free as you are moved with compassion and
minister to those around you.

Not everyone Wl able to minister the way | do, for instanceuYo
may not have a teaching gift, but every persométiody of Christ can teach by sharing their faiitn
another person. There are people who are calledfispdy to teach, people who are called to preant
pastor churches. Another gift listed in Romans dysghere are those whose gift is hospitality. Mahy
you may have an ability or gift without being awankit. You just have a desire to be able to be a
blessing to someone. You may be the kind of pevdom, when you walk into a room, picks out people
who seem to be ill at ease. You empathize with thgm know what they’re going through, and you
have a desire to make them feel at ease and tatenno them. Did you know that’'s a supernaturtl gi
of God?

Romans 12 says some people have been called tfthed giving, the ability to make money,
and give to support the Gospel. That is their difeir call in life to do that, and some of you mag
called to that very thing. Some of you have thé afifexhortation. Others have the gift of admirations,
typically called by the church, a gift of helps.€era are all kinds of things that can be done, ntt m
the church setting, but on a day-to-day basis dgaliith people. There are some of you who have the
ability to encourage those who are discouraged,etiung | would never be able to do just through
teaching the Word. You just have a supernaturdityalbdo go up, put your arm around somebody, bless
them, and enable them. The point I'm making is tftat don’t need to see this as just being natasal,
“well, that’s just my personality type.” You may\veclassified yourself as this type of person, at
know what, it was a supernatural ability God placeside you that gave you the gifts, the talemsl, the
perspective that makes you gravitate toward doartgam things.
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When you are ministering to other people, Scripgags you need to be ministering the things
God has placed on the inside of you. We all nedzetmme ministers, whether as a full-time vocatwn,
our jobs, or wherever we are. If you do it with yoxeighbors or people at the store, you need tib clat
of the ability God gives, not out of your own atyiliSo | encourage you to seek God, discover tfie gi
He has placed inside you, and don’t discount thfgrau aren’t called to one of the ministry giftaths a
vocation. Recognize that every one of you has hadHoly Spirit place within you supernatural alyilit
and then minister to other people through the ¢iftes God has placed inside you.

It will take time and practice. You won't be perféie first time, so don’t be afraid to practice. |
you make a mistake, God won't fall off His throm&d other people will see the sincerity of yourrhea
Your love will minister to them even if you don'odsomething perfectly. Start ministering to others.
Recognize that you are gifted of God, and startispahe supernatural ability He has given you with
other people.

He tried to withesspgeople, and they just didn’t believe what he .said
Finally, one day he was talking to a man sayingjt“Be Bible says,” and the man said, “What makes
your black book any different than any other bladok?” Then T. L. Osborne thought, “How do these
people know the Bible is true? | have faith tha Bible is the Word of God, but how do | convince
them?”

He left the mission field defeated and discouragad)e home, and began to seek God. The Lord
told him that he had to use His supernatural gbiBigns and wonders are for the purpose of vatigat
the Word of God, which is what will change peoples. In 1 Peter 1:23 it say$8eing born again,
not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, betword of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.”
God’s Word is what changes people’s lives, but hanvyou get them to believe it really is God
speaking? Well, that’'s the purpose of miracles. Mve preach and say that it's God'’s will for a pers
to be healed, then demonstrate it by speaking them in the name of Jesus. Their blind eyes or deaf
ears that are opened validate that it is God. Nésaren’t going to change people, but they wilisea
them to believe that the word you’ve spoken isward of God.

The point I'm making is that God wants you to d#is supernatural ability and power to
minister to other people. He uses the miracles tidiee place through the gifts of the Holy Spirit to
confirm to people that He is actually speakinghtent. Ultimately He wants people to be set fredneirt
hearts, but sometimes the way to a person’s hedhrough their bodies and their emotions. If yaun c
deal with those areas and see a person set fegethity will open up and allow the Lord to touch thst
of their lives and literally commit their entireibg to Him.

clear that the reason he didn’t come emphasizigiguamg words only but came in demonstration of the
Spirit and power, was so their faith would stanthi& power of God and not in the wisdom of man.

Christianity has wonderful logic to it. Once yowedge truth, you wonder how you ever missed it
and why everybody doesn’'t embrace it. But Christyaisn’'t only logic... it is a real experience with
real God. He’s alive today, and He wants to manhifémself in power exactly the same way He did in
His Word. Hebrews 13:8 say$lesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day,fan@ver.” Jesus came
and He was a man approved of God among us by sigdsvonders and miracles. Acts 10:38 says,
“How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Hoho& and with power: who went about doing good,
and healing all that were oppressed of the dewil;God was with him.'He had his word confirmed, and
those miracles rang like a bell to draw people i® tHessage. They glorified God. Many scriptures say
that these miracles glorified God, and if Jesustbhadase the power of the Holy Spirit to ministedan
change people’s lives, how do we think that we darbetter than He did? If Jesus drew on miracles to
draw people to Himself to receive His message, baw we possibly think that we can convince the
world today without operating in the supernaturalvpr of God? The truth is that miracles glorify God
They are a bell that draws people. It's like rirggthe dinner bell—it’s the food that will fill yolgut it's
the bell that gets your attention. Without the bstime people are going to miss the meal. Withoait t
miraculous power of God, many people are going issmut on the fact that God is real and He can
change their hearts and forgive their sins.

| encourage you to realize that God wants to flomigh each one of us and work these miracles
through us in other people’s lives. Some of you rsay, “But that intimidates me. What happens if |
pray for a person and they aren’t healed? Howldwiv this is going to happen?” You need to recogniz
it's not you doing the miracles; God is doing théfou don’t take responsibility if the miracle woraad
the person gets set free, and you don’t take thedlif it doesn’t work. You just do the praying; @3
the one who does the healing, but He has to floautih you. God wants to use you in miraculous ways.
You need to get into God’s Word and see how it wdrfor other people, apply those things in you, lif
and let the miraculous, supernatural power of Gar #owing through you today.

He ha
a successful marriage. He has a successful fasulg.there’s times when all of us need to confess ou
faults. Now | know the Bible says that we're to fams our sins to God, and I’'m not saying you should
confess your sins to someone as if they could Yerthhem, because we need to go directly to God. But
we need to have accountability in our lives.

The power of having godly relationships is the powmat we need for accountability and
someone to encourage us to seek the Lord. In Hebitbe Bible tells us to exhort one another dady,
not to forsake the assembling of ourselves togetbeencourage one another, and to warn one another
lest any of us be hardened through the deceitfaloésin.

The enemy may be behind it, but persecution is gfastanding for righteousness. The Bible saysdhmlso live
godly in Christ will suffer persecution. Jesus regaring His disciples by sayintBehold, | send you forth as
sheep in the midst of wolvegMatthew 10:16). The word “behold” is saying, “taa to Me, guys. | want you to
get this. I'm going to send you as sheep in thesmaf wolves.” Sheep are the most defenseless,ndepé
animals | know of. A sheep doesn’t have fangs, dlbdmve venom like a snake—it has no defense sebaer.
The only defense it really has is the shepherd.

A shepherd’s responsibility is to keep wolves ofitte flock of sheep, now Jesus is saying the very
opposite: “I'm sending you out as sheep into a paEfckolves.” Isn’t that amazing? The reason Heaigirgy it is
that He’s preparing them for opposition. Ephesi@ri? says,For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but
against principalities, against powers, against thiers of the darkness of this world, against gpal wickedness
in high places."There will be opposition. Part of the Christidie lis opposition, and Jesus wants you to know that.
He wants to prepare you for that by sayifRg ye therefore wise as serpent@latthew 10:16). That word “wise”
means in every situation you will not needlessbitenproblems but will have wisdom that you carnghwou. Be
wise as serpents and harmless as doves.

In the Old Testament, what made Israel distinanfadl other nations is that it was a theocracy. In
other words, it was ruled directly by God (Isa.18: Later in Israel’s history, they wanted to lie lthe
other nations of the world, to be ruled by an dgrking (1 Sam. 8:5-19). So God granted their restjue
and chose for them a king named Saul (1 Sam. 12624kt ater, because of Saul’'s disobedience, God
raised up David to be king, a man after His owrnrh@ects 13:21-22; and 1 Ki. 15:3).

The king was to be the visible representative o thvisible God (Deut. 17:14-20).
When the king followed the LORD, he and his kingdeauld prosper. When the king failed to follow
the LORD, he and his kingdom would go into capynand ruin (1 Sam. 15:22-23).

When God chose a king, He would send a prophet noina that one with oil. This
typified the Holy Spirit coming upon this one to pomwver and anoint him to rule. At this time, ther&pi
of God would come upon him and change his heartl® in righteousness, for God was with him (1
Sam.10:1, 6, 7, and 9). This anointing to ruletbe king), is where the idea of the Messiah comes
from. The word “anointed” in Hebrew is “Mashiac” @dsiah) and translated “Christos” (Christ) in
Greek. The Old Testament prophets prophesied thttel future the Messiah (or Anointed One) would
come, and the God of heaven would set up a kingabioh would never be destroyed (Dan. 2:44; 7:14,
and 27). In the Scriptures, if you notice, Jesugnexplained to the Jews what He meant when spgaki
about the kingdom. It was an Old Testament conttggitthey were already looking for (Isa. 9:6-7,1t1:

6, Dan. 2:44, 7:13-14, 18, and 27).

It is impossible to understand the message of Jesitkout a basic understanding
of the kingdom. The kingdom was the message thsuisiepoke and the only one he instructed his
disciples to preach (Mk. 1:14-15, Lk. 9:1-2, Ac&23-31, Lk. 16:16, and Matt. 24:14). This message
was also referred to as “salvation” or the offer‘efiernal life” (See Heb. 2:3; Matt. 19:16 cp. Matt
19:23, Acts 28:23-24, 28, and 30-31). Within theaslke “the kingdom of God” is the idea of a group of
people that would be ruled by God. In order to eed’s kingdom, conditions had to be met. A change
of heart was required. This change of heart is wiatBible calls repentance. It was a change ofthea
toward God,; that is, it was a turning away froma®atin and its ways, unto God, Christ and His ways
As one turns, God offers (as a gift, through Jeshed blood) the forgiveness of sins and everlgdifie
(Rom.

The kingdom of God is characterized by grace (M&®:1-16) and has come quietly
and secretly in the ministry of Jesus (Matt.

All of these are embodiethe
person of Christ, but they are never separatedsnone ever isolated from the rest. Much less age w
permitted to accept one of Christ’s offices angeegnother. The notion that we are so permitteal is
modern-day heresy, | repeat, and like every heitdsys had evil consequences among Christians” (The
Root of the Righteous, pp. 84-86).

From scripture we know that “faith” begins as a ptgte one-time actionarist tensg but
continues in the Christian life as is brought oytlie Greekpresent tenseCommands that are given in
thepresent tensare expected to have continuous or repeated apiplic When using theresent tensé
we would supply the following words or phraseste Bible reader, we would significantly enhance his
or her understanding of Bible passages. These warelsepeatedly, that is, over and over again,
constantly, continuously, customarily, as a habitldestyle, or uninterruptedly

Consider the following passages and how the Greedept tense affects them:

A CALL TO DISCIPLESHIP
By Andrew Wommack

Today we're going to talk about being a disciplel dlow to make disciples of other people. |
want to remind you that the Lord gave us a commaostdo go make converts, not to just get people to
confess Jesus as their Lord and receive forgiveokesms, but to make disciples. Although thosstfir
two are vital, and I'm not minimizing that at athe real purpose has to be to go beyond being dogaim
and to go on to maturity. The goal of a Christihp is a disciple, should be to go and make dissipf
other people.

Jesus told us to go and make disciples, to brirgplpeto maturity and able to reproduce. Our
church world today hasn’t done this. We’ve put tesponsibility of getting people born again on what
we call the clergy or ministers. We have evangeligho travel around, hold large crusades, and see
thousands of people make decisions for the Lorédugh some of them are not really born again but are
just experiencing emotions, I'm sure there are feopo are truly born again and have a relationship
with the Lord. Most of the time, however, theretst an emphasis on going on and becoming a disciple,
and that’s not the way God intended it to be.

| compare this to a person who loves babies. Itldvbe totally irresponsible to have a baby, be
excited about it, but only like seeing it born. Wihgu have a child, you have to assume resportgitoli
train and raise it. We tell people, “The main thisgo get born again, to confess Jesus as yout.’Lor
When that happens, we pat them on the back andSaw you're a Christian. Believe God, study the
Bible, and everything will be okay.” That is noethord’s emphasis.

Because of this we’ve produced people, many of whane made heartfelt commitments to the
Lord, but have no maturity. They are unable to@dpce their faith, because there is no materiaketp
them. Instead of being positive witnesses for Jehey actually become negative witnesses. He dsten
us to go out and reach people in the way that tleepme full-fledged disciples and are able to répce
their faith in others.

If you led one person to the Lord every six montieparated yourself and discipled them to the
point that they became a mature Christian who coefpdoduce their faith, at the end of six months
there’d only be two Christians. Then if each onegai led one person to the Lord, separated yowgselv
and discipled them for six months, at the end gkar there’d be four Christians. This doesn’t look
comparable to a person who could lead a thousaogdledo the Lord in a crusade and get them to
confess Jesus. Most people would say, “Well, thgsipleship method only produces four convertsn t
first year, whereas the other method would produtleousand converts. We have to go with the other
one.” The man who could lead a thousand peopléd@oLbrd a year, after 35 years, would have led
35,000 people to the Lord. That's good, and nobmdwld criticize it; but it's just a drop in the et
compared to the world population. Basically, th#ét's way the church has been functioning.

If we emphasize discipleship, the person who leagsperson to the Lord every six months and
those two do the same, in just a little over twedwel a half years they would evangelize more than t
population of the world—over five and a half biliggeople. Some people think, “That can’t be,” but |
challenge you to figure it out. I've multiplied @ut, and in a little over twelve and a half yearse
person discipling another person every six montiaking them a reproducing member of the body of
Christ, could evangelize five and a half billioropke versus twelve and a half thousand people thigh
other method.

If we could get you to where you not only expereshwictory and maturity yourself but have a
desire to go out and reproduce it in other peaplgu became the trainer instead of the traineeg lare
some of the things that could happen if only onsqe got a hold of this concept, followed the Ltoda
place of maturity, and started discipling anotherspn. If you only did this with one person perryea
the end of one year there would be you and theopeysu discipled—two. At the end of two years,
there’d be four. But, if you could continue to ok that, at the end of ten years there’d be 1,uple
who had been discipled and were reproducing mendfe¢he body of Christ. If you continued, with only
one person originally receiving this, at the endvedénty years there’d be over a million people. fEha
awesome. This is the method of multiplication therd.established—going and making disciples, not
going and making converts. It's by far the best wayexpand the kingdom to reach people, but our
mindset is looking for the quick fix.
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How many people go to large crusades, make commtango proclaim to be Christians, still
have anger, bitterness, and jealousy, and becogedivne witnesses? If we want to count statisticsy h
many people have been turned away from the tru@p&dmecause they saw someone who proclaimed
Christianity and thought, “I'm as good as the hyjtes down there at church. | don’'t need it.”

The whole point is that discipleship is the meti@atl set down for evangelizing the world. The
truth doesn’t make you free until you continue e WWord (John 8:31-32). That's what God wants for
each individual so they can experience His fullness it's also the method of evangelism that He se
down. Whoever decided that was not the way to tlastsubstituted another method that hasn’t worked.

We're reading the Scriptures, getting them to réfein, and asking questions in a way that they lseeahswers
from God’s Word for themselves. Week after week,see people come to a place where they're willimggenly
confess Christ because they know what it meangdeph Him, to follow Him, and to be committed tonHilt’s
much different than many of the evangelism appreac¢bday.

The way we go out to reach the lost is first of @l personal testimony, and each of us has a parson
testimony. Many times we write our own tracts. bterone called “The Death of My Daughter,” whideave it at
the door many times. Other people on our DiscipteEvangelism team have written tracts, like “A&&et Free”
by Joe Rose who was bound by alcohol and drugse Odath of a Dope Fiend” by Rocky Forry who wasrbhy
drugs since he was fifteen years old, and Jesusrdtee. We tell these testimonies at people@rslo

Some people say, “But | don’t have a dynamic testiyn | didn’t see my baby raised from the deadrafte
eight minutes.” | realize a lot of people don't kathose kinds of testimonies. You might have arnesty like
Andrew Wommack who had the power of God sustaiditeisvhich, throughout his childhood, kept him aftthe
sin, filth, and ungodliness most people deal wihch one of us has a testimony, and if you dormktlyours is
dynamic enough, use mine. When we first began ascifpleship Evangelism teams and started reachinga
people, Joe Rose used my testimony. After a whiegave it better than | did, so I'd just say, “Hédge, go ahead
and tell them what happened to me.”

If the Apostle Paul used his personal testimongdghimes in the New Testament in reaching the jast,
can do it too. We have computers today with altikiof programs: Word Perfect, Microsoft Word, oratdver. It's
very easy to set up a tract of your own persorgiinm®ny. It's much more effective to say, “Thisnigt something |
bought at a Bible book store. It's what happeneah¢athat I'm sharing with you.”

I'd like for you to sit down and begin to write yopersonal testimony—what happened to you—how you
came to Jesus Christ. Then give your testimonptoe®ne as if you were presenting it at someoneds. do

USING EVERYONE'S GIFTS TO DISCIPLE

Today we want to talk about using everyone’s diftslisciple. They can be used. We've been
working with this discipleship program for many nto: with great success, seeing people’s lives
changed by being born again, baptized in the HpiyitSand water-baptized. One day | was talkingto
friend and said, “We’re missing some things—theyabling through the cracks.” He said, “I thought
everything was working great. What do you mean?”

What I'm going to share with you is how to bring iaward church, where people just sit, listen
to the pastor, and go home, to be an outward chwihene they reach beyond the four walls of the ciur
building. These are the real statistics: 95 peroéatl Christians have never led anybody to thedLand
90 percent of evangelism is directed towards Gharist The church building is the most evangelizead a
in the world. We evangelize the Sunday school roam3$ we evangelize the sanctuary. The way we
evangelize the building, you would think the chung®ds converting.

It wasn’t until the third century under Constantihat church buildings came into being. Since
that time, as far as reaching out to the lost,cthech has gone inward and hid behind the wallhef
church buildings. We want to talk about reachinglmyond those walls to turn an inward church aro
outward church. Statistically, there are only Oescent (less than one percent) of programs thahrea
beyond the four walls of our buildings. That salyeré is no major denomination in the United States
today that has a plan to really reach the lostcRieg and discipling people outside our churchdods
is a part of Christianity that needs to be redisced.

Through the Reformation, Martin Luther brought tieeelation of justification through faith to
the church’s attention. In the 1800s mass evangetiame through John Wesley. But it seems that
personal one-on-one discipling and evangelism loa$een rediscovered since the Apostles. You may
say, “lI don’t know how.” Through this program, wefihitely will show you how—it's very easy. We'll
show you how easy it is to work with people andrteet new people at the door through using your
testimony. This is what | want to focus on now.sT1si the good news.

How would you like to do just what you want to dot what somebody else wants you to do (that
you really don’t want to do), but exactly what yeant to do. That’'s what we’re talking about. When |
show people how Discipleship Evangelism works sgyitLook, this is what we’re doing, we’re
touching people’s lives, they're being saved, bagain, filled with the Holy Spirit, and water-bagsd.”
People say, “That’s great!” But if | said, “Now, Wwanany of you want to go with me,” there would be
maybe three of you out of two hundred, becausegsteof you are scared or don’t know how to d®it.
if | said, “Now, forget about it. Don’t worry aboiit you don’t have to be afraid. We’'ll go out aget the
Bible studies and set up discipleship lessons éar."yHow many would want to teach? There would be
more then—about ten or twelve—saying, “Yes, | wartieach,” but it wouldn’t go beyond that.

What we want to do is show you how every gift ie thody of Christ can be used to reach the
lost, to love and disciple them. It will take eveift, and those gifts are found only in the bod\Carist,
the local church. Some of you say, “I like to pfay the baptism of the Holy Spirit, healing, andhtis
like that.” Well, there’s a time in our discipeshihen we can bring you in just for that purposehedt
people say, “I'm not comfortable with that,” butncgou bake a pie? Can you send a card? Can you mak
a phone call? Can you paint a fence? Can you baliyr& single mom we’re ministering to and giverh
an hour to herself so she can get out of the ho@? you do the practical things? What about
intercession? Some of you are called to intercedpray. We’'ll show you the people we’re ministerin
to, give you their names, and you can be prayirhiaterceding, alone or in groups, for them andtlier
discipleship evangelism teams that go out each week

There is room for everyone to reach out to othterglisciple. We have a program where every
gift can be used. We're developing teams of a tea@nd a teacher’'s assistant who go out in a
discipleship capacity to minister. Then two peoplethe helps ministry come in behind them to do
practical things like giving food, baking a pie, calling to see how things are going. We also have
people who are interceding for us and the peoplenwéster to.

Do you know what we’re seeing? We're seeing Goagbgeople’s lives because they are being
pastored and cared for, because His love is béiows to them. And do you know who is doing the
work of the ministry? It's being done by the ondsovare supposed to do it—the people. Ephesians 4:11
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says the apostle, prophet, evangelist, pastoreathér are given to perfect the saints so theyloahe
work of the ministry. The church is doing the warkthe ministry, not only the man at the front edll
“the pastor.” When the pastor teaches and equipsiiirch for works of service and they go and do
them, that is true success.

Let me illustrate. If we declared war on anotheramaand our president said, “We lose too many
men in war, so | have decided to do away with tineyaand send just the generals out there to fighé
rest of the world would laugh at us, and reallyt'thavhat’s happening. The devil is laughing at us
because we have sent the generals, the five-fatistny, to do it all. Let them do it—we’re payinigem
to do it. We have failed to develop an army. Goaitwao develop that army, and every one of yousgif
can be used in Discipleship Evangelism.

We want to help create an army, equipped with phwéools to disciple—not just here in our
city—but reaching around the world. It can be ddheough the tools we have developed, the
Discipleship Lessons, and all of the strategies Gaxlgiven us.

God bless you as everyone comes together to ugegifte to minister to the lost, to the new
believer, and to keep Jesus’ commandment to galisagle the nations.
